Reinforcement of material from last week
· Step 1: Can you still name every part of your body, from top to toe?  
· Step 2: Can you still describe symptoms, and understand a doctor’s instructions?  Are you still comfortable making a doctor’s appointment in Turkish?
· Step 3: Can you still give and ask advice using –mAlI?  What are three pieces of advice you’d give to someone who wants to learn Turkish?  Speak them aloud, using -mAlI. 
Dealing with a Toothache 
· Step 1: Listen to, perform aloud, and memorize the dialogues in ET, Unit 24, Section 8.  
· Step 2: Speaking aloud, memorize the supplementary vocabulary and “useful phrases”, and complete the substitution drills in Unit 24, Section 8.
· Step 3: Read the passage in ET, Unit 24, Section 9: Reading.  Answer the reading comprehension questions that follow, and read the “practice in pairs” dialogues aloud.
· Step 4: Complete VBE 2.0 Hospital.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Çürük!  Can’s tooth hurts horribly, but he is terrified of going to the dentist.  Use your new vocabulary and grammar to write a dramatic dialogue in which his friends attempt to persuade him to go.  Why is he so scared?   This dialogue should be at least 1 full page long.

The Derivative Suffix -lAn

· Step 1: In Unit 24, Section 10, study and memorize how to form the derivative suffix ​–lAn.  
· Step 2: Memorize the list of verbs formed with -lAn, using each one aloud in a sentence. 
· Can you think of an English suffix that functions somewhat similarly to -lAn in Turkish?
The Non-future Object Participle -DIK

· Step 1: Perform aloud and memorize the short dialogue at the end of Unit 24, Section 10, Dialogue: Dişim biraz acıyor.    Notice the words ending in –diği and –dığım.
· Step 2: Work through Unit 24, Section 11, memorizing how to form and use the non-future object participle -DIK in ET, Unit 24, Section 11.  Be sure  to read all Turkish examples aloud. 
· Step 3: Complete the exercises in Unit 24, Section 11. Give particular attention to the various ways -DIK  clauses can be used in Turkish. You may want to memorize the “Apologizing/Thanking” phrases that include –DIK clauses.
IMPORTANT NOTE: 

Turkish relative clauses can pose a real challenge for native English-speakers.  It can take some time to get accustomed to forming such clauses with –DIK, instead of relying on more English-like ‘crutches’ like “ki”.  Therefore, make it your mission to practice forming relative clauses with –DIK until you can do so without undue hesitation.  Practice with direct and then indirect speech.  (Ex.: You came late ( Nilay said that you came late.)

· Step 4 :Complete exercises A-D, F, and G in ET, Unit 24, Section 12.  Check your answers with the answer key.

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write 10 sentences in which –DIK is used as a participle.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write 10 sentences in which –DIK is used as part of a relative clause.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out ET Unit 24, Section 13, Exercises E and H. 
Reinforcing Turkish IV Grammar and Vocabulary
· Step 1: Work through the review exercises in Unit 25 as needed, focusing on grammar or vocabulary that challenges you.  This is a great diagnostic to see where you can strengthen your Turkish skills before your final exam.  Write down any questions for your tutorial.

Vocabulary note:

· In addition to the vocabulary from the sections covered by this week’s Study Guide and VBE 2.0 Hospital, you should finish mastering the vocabulary listed at the end of Unit 24.  

· Remember, for all new vocabulary ALWAYS:

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly. 

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice using vocabulary in phrases. 

· Practice using each word in a sentence. 

· Complete dictation exercise 38 on the Turkish Dictation Exercises website.  Listen to the dictation once in its entirety.  The second time you listen, write down what you hear.  The third time, check what you have written.  Check your own work.  Be prepared to write out a dictation based on these exercises at your tutorial.
