Getting Started:
· Read through LTET Lessons 1-3 (p. 3-20)

· Review the vocabulary in Lessons 1-3
· Watch the Sarma—Stuffed Grape Leaves video on CultureTalk.  

Assignments for Independent Study:
· Read through LTET Lessons 1-3 (p. 3-20). 

· Complete LTET Lesson 1, Exercises A-B (p.7-12).  Check your answers with the answer key.  

· Complete LTET Lesson 2, Exercises A-C (p. 15-17).  Check your answers with the answer key.  
· Complete LTET Lesson 3, Exercise A (p. 19-20).  Check your answers with the answer key.
· Prepare for role play scenarios by memorizing relevant words and phrases.

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.
· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.
· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence.

·  Following the directions below, study each of this week’s 4 Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.  Make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions.  Especially since your textbook is primarily grammar-oriented, the videos are your primary tool for expanding your vocabulary.
· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.
Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide:   
· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.
· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.
· Be prepared to talk about food, recipes and cooking.
· Be prepared to discuss any or all of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.
Homework to Hand in at the Tutorial:

· If you’ve ever eaten Turkish food, what was your favorite dish?  Why?  Where did you eat it and how was it made?  If you haven’t ever tried Turkish food, what dish(es) would you most like to try, and why?  Write a one-page monologue.   

· Pick a recipe (Turkish, if you know one) and write a dialogue in which someone teaches someone else how to make it.  Try having the interlocutors chit-chat as they cook, or having they learner struggle and need extra explanations.  User cardinal numbers, çok, az and kaç and the counting words parça and tane.  Be creative and discursive -- have fun with it!  Make use of new vocabulary and expressions from this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Re-listen to the ‘Making İçli Köfte’ video for inspiration.  This dialogue should be at least 30 lines long.  Practice reading your dialogue aloud, and be prepared to act it out at your conversation session. 

· Write out LTET Lesson 3, Exercise B.  (You may check your own work, but do bring the completed exercise with you to your tutorial.)
Conversation Session Preparation Guide:
Weekly Role-play Activities:
· One of your friends stopped by your house and told you that s/he will have guests for dinner. S/he wants you to give him/her your favorite recipe. You start explaining, and your friend asks questions. (Students change roles after the first performance):

· You are a guest in one of your Turkish friend’s house for dinner. You are a vegetarian. However, most of the food your friend has cooked for you have meat. Your friend realizes that you are not eating the food. When she asks why you are not eating, you will explain the situation without offending her. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The American guest

Second student: The Turkish friend
To prepare for these role-play activities you should:
· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· Practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared.  (For example, you know you’ll be talking about recipes and food, so memorize the words for ingredients and measurements, verbs for chopping and boiling, review times, numbers, etc.)  
Discussion Questions: 

· Be prepared to talk about the recipes given in the videos. Which food sounds the most difficult to cook?  Do you cook? Have you ever tried cooking Turkish food? Do you think American recipes are as difficult as the Turkish ones? Why? Why not? 
· Have you ever tried any of the dishes the people in the videos are talking about? If so, did you like it? If not, which dish would you like to try? Why?
·  Based on the videos be prepared to talk about the culture of cooking in Turkey. How is it similar to/different from the U.S.?
Note on the Structure of the Course: 

This course combines a rigorous and comprehensive review of the fundamentals of Turkish grammar, as presented in Lewis Thomas’ Elementary Turkish (LTET), with consistent exposure to new vocabulary, expressions and grammatical structures through the medium of the CultureTalk Turkey videos.  Some or much of the grammar you encounter in LTET may already be familiar to you to some degree.  This is your opportunity to strengthen what you have already learned, and fill in any gaps, while continuously increasing your speaking and comprehension abilities and cultural understanding through the CultureTalk videos.
