Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 8 (p. 47-53).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 8.

· Watch the Typical Meals video on CultureTalk Turkey. 
Assignments for Independent Study

· Review the example sentences at the beginning of Lesson 8 (p. 47).
· Study Lesson 8, section 1. Nere, Bura, Ora.

· Study the Dative suffix, and practice putting nouns in the Dative case (p.48).

· Study the Locative suffix, and practice putting nouns in the Locative case (p.  48)

· Study the Ablative suffix, and practice putting nouns in the Ablative case (p. 49)

· Memorize the irregular Dative, Locative and Ablative forms of nere, bura, ora and the personal pronouns.

· Memorize the days of the week and the months of the year (p. 51)

· Study Lesson 8, section 8. The word dV2
· Study how day form fractions (p. 51)

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.
· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 
· How many meals do Turkish people typically have in a day? What is the most important meal for Turkish people? Why is it that important? What do Turkish people have for breakfast? Is this food culture similar to the American food culture? What are the differences?

· What types of restaurants are there in Turkey? Do Turkish people prefer going to restaurants instead of eating at home? Based on the videos compare the eating habits of Turkish and American people. 

· What is the importance of fresh vegetables in Turkey? Is it easy to find fresh vegetables and fruits in the U.S.? Where can you find fresh vegetables and fruits in the U.S.? In your opinion why it is important to have fresh vegetables and fruits? What is the relationship between agriculture and eating habits?

Weekly Role-play Activities:
· You are in a Turkish restaurant in Istanbul. The waiter comes and asks for your order. You will order ‘zeytinyağlı fasülye, mantı, çoban salatası, and revani’. After the meal the waiter will ask whether you want Turkish coffee or not. At the end you will finish the role-play activity by asking for the bill. (Students change roles after the first performance, and may then choose different Turkish dishes to order):

First student: The customer

Second student: The waiter

· A new Turkish restaurant has opened in Boston. You want to go there to try the food. However, you do not want to go alone. So you call one of your friends and invite him/her to dinner in that restaurant.  S/he is hesitant, having never tasted Turkish food before.  To convince him/her, you describe at least three Turkish dishes in lavish detail, making each sound as delicious as possible. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The student 

Second student: The friend

· You are in a restaurant. You ordered lentil soup as a starter. However, after tasting it you realized that it is not hot enough. You want to have it changed.  So you call the waiter and want him/her to change the soup.  (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The customer

Second student: The waiter

Oral Practice:

· Whenever you go somewhere, take a moment to practice your three new case endings!  (Ex. “Evden okula gittim.  Şu anda okuldayım.”) 
To prepare for these Discussion Questions and Role-Play Activities you should:

· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· For the Role-Plays, practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared.  This week, be sure to brush up on food and restaurant vocabulary! 
Review
· Go through the flashcards you made for Study Guides 1, 2 and 5.  Say each word aloud in a sentence as you go.  Are you still comfortably using all of these words?
· Describe what you have done today aloud to yourself using the Past Definite tense.  Can you still do this easily?
Homework to Hand in at the Tutorial

· Write a dialogue set in a restaurant where the food and service are either dazzlingly good (producing many exclamations of appreciation on the part of the customers) or simply awful (in which case the customers complain).  This dialogue should be at least 20 lines long.

· You are planning a trip to Turkey.  You want to know what foods you should try while you are there, so you ask two Turkish friends of yours.  They are brimming over with suggestions – but you want to know what they think makes each dish so special.  This dialogue should also be at least 20 lines long.  

· Write out LTET Lesson 8, Exercises A and B.  You may check your own work with the answer key, but you should still bring the exercises to your tutorial.
