Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 9 (p. 54-59).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 9.

· Watch the Formal and Informal Greetings video on CultureTalk Turkey
· Watch the Comparing Interactions in Turkey and the U.S. video on Culture Talk Turkey (in English; for cultural background).  
Assignments for Independent Study
· Read aloud and aloud the 4 dialogues at the beginning of Lesson 9 (p. 54-5)
· Study Lesson 9, section 1 on Negative Verbs, and learn how to use negation with –mV2
· Study Lesson 9, sections 2 and 3 on positive and negative interrogatives.

· Read through Lesson 9, section 4 on Negative Expressions.  

· Complete Lesson 9, Exercise A (p.57-8)  Check your answers with the Answer Key. 
· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 
· Based on the first three videos be prepared to talk about the cultural differences between greetings/interactions in the Turkish and the U.S. societies. Have you ever been in a situation where you had problems with greetings/interaction routines because of your cultural background?  Do you think Americans are generally more informal than Turks, or more formal?
· In your opinion what is the importance of learning the culturally acceptable ways of interaction while learning a language? Can you separate language from culture? What type of problems can a speaker of a foreign language might come face to face if s/he ignores the cultural aspects of the target language/society?

· What kind of advices does the speaker on the fourth video give? Are you surprised with any of the things she is saying? If you were to give advices to travelers/exchange students coming to the U.S. what would you say? What are the differences between Turkey and the U.S.? (in terms of university life, transportation, etc.?).

Weekly Role-play Activities:
· You see one of your close friends in the supermarket. You know that his/her mother has been sick recently. You will greet him/her and have a conversation about his/her mother. (Students change roles after the first performance).

First student: The student 

Second student: The close friend

· You work at an electronics company. You are at a business meeting as the representative of your company. You introduce yourself formally to the representative of the other company and describe one of your newest products, a cell phone. (Students change roles after the first performance).

First student: The company representative

Second student: The representative of the other company

· You really want to see a new movie which is in theatres this weekend. However, you don’t want to go to see the movie by yourself. So you call one of your friends and invite him/her to see the movie with you. (Students change roles after the first performance).

First student: The student who wants to see the movie

Second student: The friend 

· You are an exchange student in Turkey. This term you need to take 4 classes. You have some ideas in your mind. However, you are not sure about what you really want and which classes can be more useful for you. So you decide to ask your advisor. You go to the professor’s office during her office hours and ask for help. (Students change roles after the first performance).

First student: The exchange student

Second student: The professor
Oral Practice:

To prepare for these Discussion Questions and Role-Play Activities you should:

· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· For the Role-Plays, practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared.  This week, be sure to familiarize yourself with words associated with cell phones, movie theaters, an academic environment, etc.  Think about what words and features differentiate formal and informal conversations in Turkish. 

Review

· Go through the flashcards you made for Study Guide 5, saying each word aloud.  Every time you encounter a noun, practice putting it into the Definite Objective, Dative, Ablative and Locative cases. 
· Re-watch the CultureTalk video Turkish Foods: Typical Meals.  Can you still understand it as comfortably as you could last week? 
· Can you still explain how to make Turkish-style tea in Turkish?
Homework to Hand in at the Tutorial

· To whom do you speak in a formal way?  Who do you speak to in an informal way?  When is formal address appropriate?  What about informal speech? What does choosing to speak formally or informally signify to you? (Friendship, respect, anger, etc.)  Write a one-page monologue.  Be prepared to read it aloud and discuss it at your tutorial session.  
· Write two dialogues in which someone introduces him/herself or someone else.  One dialogue should be in a very formal setting, the other very informal.  Each dialogue should be at least 15 lines long.
