Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 12 (p. 79-85).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 12.

· Watch the Chatting about Travel Plans video on CultureTalk Turkey.  

Assignments for Independent Study

· Read aloud and practice the 15 example sentences at the beginning of Lesson 12 (p. 79-80).
· Study Lesson 12, section 1: Past general verbs, and memorize the new endings.

· Study Lesson 12, section 2: Future verbs and memorize the new endings.

· Read through Lesson 12, sections 3 and 4.  Practice forming comparatives with daha and az.
· Learn the emphatics in section 5 (p. 83)

· Study the formation and uses of the suffix -ç/cV2
· Complete Lesson 12, Exercise A, numbers 1-10.
· Complete Lesson 12, Exercise B, numbers 1-10.

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 

· Based on the first video what can you say about the public transportation in Turkey? Is it well-developed? What type of transportation is commonly used while traveling from one city to another city? Is it the same in the U.S.? What is the most well-developed transportation system in the U.S.?

· What are the people in the second video talking about? What do you think about having a car? Do you think it is compulsory to have a car in the U.S.? Based on the two videos what can you say about possession of a car in Turkey? How is it different than the U.S.? What can be the advantages of having your own car?

· What is your favorite way of transportation? Why is it your favorite? In your opinion what is the safest means of transport? What is the most important thing about transportation?  Safety, price, comfort, or quality? 
Weekly Role-play Activities:

· You are at the train station in Istanbul. You want to buy a two-way train ticket to Ankara. You ask the clerk about the departure time of the train, the price of the tickets and whether they have discount for students. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The passenger

Second student: The clerk

· You flied from Boston to Istanbul. When you arrived Istanbul you waited at the baggage claim for half an hour and you realized that your luggage is not there. You go to the information desk of the airline company you flied with and explain your situation to the person in charge. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The passenger

Second student: The airline company representative

· You are at a car rental place. You want to rent a car for the weekend. You talk about the car sizes and prices, insurance, etc. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The customer who wants to rent a car

Second student: The clerk 

· You have a flight from Istanbul to Adana at 9:30 a.m. However, because of the traffic jam you arrive the airport late and you miss your flight. You want to check whether you can find a place in the next flight to Istanbul which departs at 2:30 p.m. You go to the information desk of Turkish Airlines and talk to the clerk. (Students change roles after the first performance):

First student: The passenger

Second student: The clerk

Oral Practice:

To prepare for these Discussion Questions and Role-Play Activities you should:

· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· For the Role-Plays, practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared. For this week, be sure you have the vocabulary to discuss vehicles, transport, comfort, tickets, etc.
Review

· Go through the flashcards you made for Study Guides 6 and 8.  Are you still actively using these words?  For each verb, practice its formal and informal imperative forms. 
· Can you say your phone number in Turkish?  Say your birthday?  Do you remember all the days of the week?  How about the months of the year?  Can you still form fractions?  This should all be easy for you now.  If it’s not, take some time to review these topics.
· Can you still order a meal in a restaurant? 
· Pretend you are buying a çaydanlık at the Kapalı Çarşı.  How would you negotiate the price?
· Do you still feel comfortable forming possessives in Turkish?
