Getting Started:

· Read through LTET Lesson 17 (p. 111-116).  Read all bolded Turkish words and phrases aloud.

· Memorize all new vocabulary from Lesson 17.

· Watch the Educational System video on CultureTalk Turkey.  
Assignments for Independent Study

· Read aloud and practice the example sentences at the beginning of LTET Lesson 17 (p. 111)

· Study Lesson 17, section 1 on the suffix -ki (p. 111-2), reading the example phrases and sentences aloud.  

· Study Lesson 17, section 2 on the relative form ki (p. 112-3)

· Study Lesson 17, section 3 Çünkü (p. 113)
· Learn to use the ‘habitual doer’ and ‘professional doer’ suffixes -(y)V4cV4 and -cV4 (p. 113) 

· Study the formation and uses of Turkish diminutives (p.114)

· Read Lesson 17, section 7 Noun of manner (p. 114).  Learn to form nouns of manner with the suffix –(y)V4ş, and memorize the examples given.

· For all new vocabulary: 

· Make Flashcards and review the vocabulary repeatedly.

· Make sure you can translate the words from English to Turkish and vice versa.

· Practice saying each word aloud in a sentence. 

· Following the directions below (the same as in preceding weeks), study each of this week’s  Related Videos on CultureTalk.

Working with the CultureTalk videos:

· First, watch the video through at least twice.  Listen carefully and try your hardest to understand at least the sense of what is being said.  Use visual and tonal clues, and listen for words you recognize.    

· Read the Turkish transcript.  Pay particular attention to words and endings you couldn’t quite catch.  Do you feel a little more comfortable with the structures now?  You could look up a few words now, to aid your understanding.  Read the Turkish transcript a second time, and watch the video again.

· Finally, read the English transcript, and watch the video once more.

· Print out or download the Turkish transcripts of this week’s CultureTalk videos.  Go over them carefully, making sure you understand all vocabulary and grammar.  Underline words and phrases you do not understand.  Look up the vocabulary.  Is any of the grammar unclear to you?  Be sure to bring up any points of confusion at your tutorial.

Remember to make flashcards of all unfamiliar words and expressions!  Use the Turkish transcription for correct spelling.

Please be sure to give yourself plenty of time to work with the videos; this will enable you to benefit the most from them.  

Conversation Session Preparation Guide

· Be prepared to drill, practice, and perform any of the exercises assigned in the textbook.

· Be prepared to use the new vocabulary and grammar you have learned this week.

· Be prepared to discuss both of this week’s CultureTalk videos.

· Be prepared to participate actively in a discussion of any of this week’s Discussion Questions.

· Be prepared to participate actively in any of this week’s Role-Play Activities.

Discussion Questions: 

· Based on the first two videos, explain the differences between the old and the new compulsory/primary education system in Turkey.  Do you think the new system seems like an improvement?  Why or why not?  
· What are the similarities and differences between Turkish and American educational systems?   Until what age is education in Turkey versus the U.S.?  Do you think education should be compulsory? Why or why not?
· What are the special kinds of schools in Turkey? Are there any similar kinds of schools in the U.S.?  Do you think it is necessary to have different ‘types’ of middle and high schools?  What are the advantages and disadvantages of having a variety of types of schools available? 
Weekly Role-play Activities:

· Your parents want to send you to a boarding high school in a big city. However, you want to go on high school in your hometown. Discuss it with your parents and try to convince them. ( Students change the roles after the first performance).

First student: The girl/boy

Second student: The parents

· It is time to choose your field at high school. You want to choose ‘literature’ and become a writer in the future. However, your father thinks that you should choose ‘science’ and become a doctor. Try to convince your father. ( Students change the roles after the first performance).

First student: The girl/boy

Second student: The father

· Memorize words you will need and practice challenging words or phrases aloud. 

· For the Role-Plays, practice playing both parts (aloud!) in front of a mirror.

· Make yourself ready to actively engage in these conversations by the time of your conversation session.  This doesn’t mean you need to know every single word, but you should be well-prepared.
