Assignments for Independent Study

Basic Greetings in Pashto: Getting Started 
· Pashto: An Elementary Textbook (PE): “Getting Started,” pp. 2-3. Using the accompanying Video and Audio CD-Rom, complete all exercises on pp. 2-3.  Practice the basic greetings covered in the text book out loud.  Look at yourself in a mirror while practicing these words and phrases.  Try your best to imitate the sound, tone, and intonation of the different phrases.  
· Language Media Course Reserves: Pashto (CR): Download the pdf “Beginning Pashto greeting and goodbye phrases.”  Review the basic greetings and salutations on this sheet.  Listen to them using the accompanying audio online
· HAND IN: Write a short dialogue using the greetings that you have practiced and learned.
Learning the Alphabet 
· PE: Read pp. 4-5.  Listen to the accompanying CD-Rom and the pronunciation of all the Pashto letters.  Practice saying each letter after the recording.  Work on the correct pronunciation and sound of each letter.
· HAND IN: Write out exercise 6 and 7 on p. 7 in PE.
Learning the Pashto Script
· Pashto Script Workbook (PS) read pp. 9-12.  Practice writing out the Pashto alphabet on  pp. 12-30.  Complete all of Step One (Basic shapes) and all of Step Two (Basic forms of the alphabet).  
· Create a set of index cards.  Write the character on one side and its name on the other. You can write its phonetic name in roman letters underneath its name if you find that helpful.  Avoid using English phonetics to decipher the pronunciation.  Practice saying the every letter’s phonetic pronunciation and name at least once a day.  If you have written the roman letters underneath the letter’s name, work towards eventually eliminating the roman letters and working just from the Pashto script and letter recognition.
· CR, Download the pdf “Beginning Pashto Pashto Alaphabet pp. 22-24.”  Print out this sheet and carry it with you for practice and reference.
· HAND IN: Write out the Pashto alphabet using the script/calligraphy you have been practicing all week.
Homework and Preparation for Tutorial

· HAND IN: Write out exercise 6 and 7 on p. 7 in PE.
