And they used to bring everything from Italy. Italians had been in Egypt before the time of the British, but the British came to Egypt for colonization, not to ….
Woman voice: To help ….
Woman (white shirt): Yes, not to embellish [build] the country -- I mean the architecture, the buildings, and all these things were made by Italians. 
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� King Fouad and King Farouk of the Muhammad Ali dynasty were the last two ruling kings of Egypt before the fall of the Egyptian monarchy in the Egyptian Revolution of 1952.


� “Masr” is originally the translation for Egypt. However, in Egypt, people commonly use the word to mean both “Egypt” and “Cairo,” as it is the main city in the country.
