Everyone has heard of Satyajit Ray and Mrinal Sen.* Satyajit Ray [was] the sort of individual who … not only wrote the stories for his films, but in order to dramatize them, wrote [their] screenplays, music, [their] choreography, even, and their scripts – everything. And he** was almost a one-man show whose films and music were appreciated not only by children, but by lots of adults – by everyone.

(* ‘Everyone has heard of’ is used iteratively. A similar iteration is at work in उसका screenplay, उस...का music, etc. उसका music is incorrect; it should have been ‘उसकी music’. **ये is the plural of यह; it is also used to speak respectfully of a single individual.)
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
