English translation:

This is called a yurt. A yurt is a very convenient and enduring dwelling of stock-breeding
nomadic peoples. It is built and assembled quickly. It is warm in winter and cool in
summer. In terms of size and exterior look, yurts vary greatly. Here are the few types of

yurts.

The key frame of a yurt is called a yurt’s siivegi.' It consists of kerege,” uyq,’ shanyraq®
and a door or syqyrlauy. These parts are made in a shady place of a properly dried soft
birch-tree or poplar. This process has its own specific character. That is why only
qualified yurt craftsmen practice it.

Building a yurt is also not easy. First of all the kerege is placed. The height of kerege can
reach up to two meters. Each section of the kerege is called a wing. According to the
number of wings, the size of yurt is multiplied. A yurt can be two, six, eight or twelve-
winged. For example, if we compared these two yurts, this one would be a twelve-winged
yurt and this one a four or six-winged yurt.
