Most of what they planted were yams, cassava, corn in different types, and so on and so forth. All these plants generate a lot of money. In modern times, we started producing palm kernels, cocoa, and… some people produce rubber, especially those in the Ijebu community
 that is closer to the Kobokobo community known as the Bendels.
