Here, Monita is talking about the involvement of males in nursing in Nepal.
Monita: I haven’t seen that social scenario. But I have never seen a male nurse so far, not a Nepali male nurse. In Nepal, that is just how it is. It is implied that if it’s a nurse, it has to be female. If there are any males, then there is a different course for him. There is something called the health assistant [with] Diploma in health assistance. There are mostly males in this. Also right now, in medical education, because we have a lot of Diploma courses, there is no need to study very hard, and you don’t have to get Distinction anymore. Even if you haven’t studied a lot In medical education nowadays, after finishing class 10, if you take a two year Diploma course, it is easy to get a job; you get a job like Lab Technicians for instance, in Radio…the Radiology Technicians. In these technical [areas], there is greater male dominance.

Monita: Yes.
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
