Here Monita is describing the colleges and universities in Nepal providing a Medical degree.

Sanita: What is your college? Is it private, or...?
Monita: My college is affiliated with a private university. Basically in Nepal there are two Medical universities. There are two Medical universities and two Medical colleges that have their independent Boards
. My university is Kathmandu University. This is a private university. It has been about twelve years since this college… this university started its Medical education. The biggest and the main [medical institution] in Nepal is the Tribhuvan University Teaching Hospital.  The other two [colleges] are the B.P. Koirala Memorial Hospital’s Teaching Hospital in Dharan, which is also about ten years old, and the Patan Hospital which just started its Patan Hospital of Medical Sciences about two years ago and also has its own Board. 
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
