English translation: 

 

Girl: Living in Defence (a neighborhood of Lahore) is a little different because the 
Defence society is quite a lot more educated as compared to other areas in Lahore. It is 
better economy-wise, and it is cleaner, and it is well-maintained. The people here keep 
their environment neat and clean. The basic difference is that they are really educated. 
They are educated people, and educated people have progressive thinking and they are 
modernized and live life in a good way and they tend to progress in life. They live a 
successful life. So that is why living in Defence is a little easier. And Pakistan’s society is 
conservative. And they don’t forget their customs, traditions, and what do you call it, 
their culture. They take it along with them, and progress with it, and do not forget it. 
Family has a lot of love amongst themselves. With the elders, the youngsters, the 
whole…the family is not only your siblings, or parents, but the family is like your whole 
clan. It’s like your uncles and aunts, everybody. And there are a lot of family gatherings. 
And all the people live together in [harmony]. Apart from that it’s slightly difficult here 
to carry so many traditions along. But basically it is good. You should remember your 
roots. And most of the traditions are… Pakistani traditions are to respect your elders, 
show love and affection towards those who are younger, live in harmony with everybody, 
to not say bad things, to not do any wrong like lying or envying somebody. Especially, 
boys are kept on a leash in Pakistan that they don’t go out so much, don’t smoke, stay 
away from bad company and don’t drink and don’t fall into bad habits. Apart from that, 
for girls the tradition is that they should know how to do housework, they should respect 
everybody very much, and they should know to adjust in different environments and 
settings. These are all the traditions… these are the traditions that will be present in any 
moderate house in Pakistan. Apart from that, if you go into villages in Pakistan, they have 
a lot of traditions and customs, which are a little wrong. For example, they don’t let girls 
get education and this is also a tradition. But basically if you look at Punjab you will 
notice that Pakistan is really modernized and has developed quite a bit. And apart from 
that, most of the backward traditions have almost finished. But the good traditions, the 
ones that Islam has given us, those are still present in Pakistani society, which people are 
not willing to give up. Our teenagers… teenagers all around the world, teenagers are 



rebellious. So Pakistani teenagers are also like that. They also have a bit of problem 
following age-old traditions, which is… and they tell their families that they are 
conservative and backward and that they shouldn’t think like that. But with time, they 
(teenagers) also realize that in Pakistan… whatever the elders say, and whatever their 
culture is is the right one and that it is alright to follow it to some extent. But those 
traditions which are extremely orthodox and weird gradually disappear from society. So 
basically the teenagers here rebel against their parents’ wishes. But as they grow up, they 
mature and choose the good traditions over the bad ones of their own accord. Good 
traditions such as respecting elders, showing love towards anyone who is younger, 
keeping a family together, these traditions have always been part of Pakistani society and 
no compromise has been made, and these will always stay in Pakistan. Apart from this, 
some bad traditions are… say, you don’t educate the girls, or that you discriminate 
between boys and girls, these are some bad traditions that are still present in villages in 
Pakistan and previously used to be in the cities as well, and are gradually disappearing. 
These are the bad traditions that used to be. Where love marriages are concerned, 
gradually their graph is also increasing in Pakistan, and even in Islam one is permitted to 
marry somebody one chooses to, but bad things shouldn’t happen, like… Pakistan is also 
modernizing, the interaction between boys and girls is increasing, they hang out with 
each other at tuition centers or when they work together. They spend lots of time together 
and begin have some sort of understanding amongst each other, and so the chances of 
love marriages has increased. And elderly and conservative people are also beginning to 
accept them.
