Jesus, alayhi wa sallam, umm… says in this holy verse …. Allah the almighty sent this to us through Jesus, alayhi wa sallam, and says this, this is what Jesus, alayhi wa sallam, said to his tribe. Umm.… In this holy verse, umm… sura… in Saff sura
 he says, [he reads the sura in Arabic from the 25th  to 41st secods]. 
Jesus, alayhi wa sallam, said to his tribe, the son of Miriam, Jesus, alayhi wa sallam, said to his tribe, to the Bani-Israel tribe, to Israelites, he said, umm… “I… I have been sent to you as a prophet to acknowledge that the Torah that has been sent before me; I mean, I acknowledge the Torah that has been sent to Moses, that it has really been sent, and also to acknowledge that a prophet named Muhammed, named Ahmed, a prophet, umm… is going to be sent after me.” This is what Jesus, alayhi wa sallam, said to his believers.
