- What happened in Laylat al-Qadr?
- Our Holy Qur’an has fallen out of the sky on that night. This is the day that the book fell down. We call it the Laylat al-Qadr. On the twenty-seventh day, in a single day.… 

- And then the wishes? 

- All the wishes, everything, whatever everyone is wishing, be it health, be it happy days, this is the night when all of these wishes are accepted by God. One single night of the whole year, and that is Laylat al-Qadr. It is one of the greatest nights.
- It is in the last week? 

- Yes it is in the last week, the Laylat al-Qadr.

- Do you pray that night? 

- We pray that night; we worship God. And if you are good enough, the sky opens up to you;  it turns into white and opens up, and whatever you wish it is accepted, but not many people can see it. God knows.  
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� They mean that it’s in the last week of Ramadan.
