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Muslim Marriage Ceremony
English translation:
There is such a law that … the girl gets engaged to the boy, and after they are engaged, after they say God’s name, we do the wedding. What we call marriage is the most immaculate, the best: the consent of both the girl and the boy, and reading the prayers from the book, and having them pray for two raka’ah, and then doing the wedding. And then the children they are going to have will turn out to be good, decent, Muslim….

- How do they do the wedding? 

- The wedding… they read the prayer first; they are having the girl and the boy pray for two raka’ah. And then their lives, their fortune would be good. 

- Their life is then, is now a married life? 

- The married life, immaculate; their kids are children of Muslims, and are prayed for and follow God’s path -- this is marriage. 

- This is Muslim marriage? 

- This is Muslim marriage. Umm.… The government’s marriage is good also, but this is also good. If this is not done, then it would not be appropriate for a Muslim. 
- If not this, then the government’s marriage does not count? 

- It does not count.  The children born to that marriage are not prayed for; [they] are not Muslim. They are called something else. Being a Muslim comes from the marriage. 

- When you marry, certainly .…

- When you marry, certainly, you are converted to a Muslim and then you have kids, and then they lead lives as husband and wife.  
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
