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Respect for Parents
English translation:
The duty that every child has towards his/her parent is to respect his/her parents, to honor them, to give way to whatever they say, I mean, umm… to obey what they say … that no parent would ever want anything bad for their kids. Therefore, in Islamic education, obeying parents is fundamental. First of all, obeying God, and then being good to their parents and obeying their parents.
I mean, there is a holy sura that came down on respecting parents … umm… Just as they have educated you and raised you from very little, if it happens that they get old with you, you be as merciful, as gracious to your parents, take care of them, show … umm… them mercy, to the mother and father.  Even in the holy Qur’an, Allah the Almighty says this, even in the Holy Qur’an, to the mother and father, do not even say uff. 
[He reads the Surah Al-Isra'
 from  0:51 to 1:07.]
Umm… Allah the Almighty has ordered that you pray for him, and then be good to your parents. This is God’s order. Umm, be it that both of them or either of them age with you, umm… I mean if they reach a certain age at which they would need to be taken care of. 
Fela taqqoul lahooma offen --  do not even say uff to your parents, do not say uff to your parents. Ve la tenherhuma to them … umm… I mean, do not speak rudely to them. Ve kul lehuma kawlen karima -- speak nicely to them. Very nice, be very nice to your parents. 

Our prophet, Sall Allahu alayhi wa sallam,
 says that, umm… if there was a word lighter than uff in meaning, I would prohibit people from saying it to their parents. But there is no lighter word than the word uff. Allah the Almighty has even forbidden that, indeed. 

So the children’s manners towards their parents, their duty towards their parents are explained this way. They should be good to their parents at all times and show mercy to them. Indeed a person, umm…. Allah the Almighty places importance on the parents’ acceptance beyond his. Our prophet, Sall Allahu alayhi wa sallam, says that Allah the Almighty accepts one’s deeds if their parent approves of them. If the mother and father do not accept one’s deed, then Allah the Almighty does not accept them either. You see, God values the parents’ acceptance beyond his.
