English translation:

- Well, what a surprise, a lot of people ... when I came to New York for the first time, there were
a lot of people, a lot of cars. This is what surprised me. A lot of cars. I have seen so many cars;
this is surprising. And people here...how to say, maybe, [they are] better fed, more kind, that’s
why [they are] such friendly people. They kind of do not care about where you come from
or...this kind, if you address them, nice and so friendly. But [it is] not like in the countries where
they have wars, or some other thing, or famine. This is very obvious immediately -- the people
are so friendly. Probably, as I said, they have...a more content life, a kind of ... they have such a
life -- there have been no wars, nothing, [and] that’s probably why. Problems here might be only
with the language; if you do not know the language you cannot get a job. Even if you get [one],
[it is] not a kind of job where the language is needed. Language, well, it is, in fact, it is right that,
well ... how can I, for example, go somewhere [and] I do not understand anything; they will be
saying something to me, and I do not understand. What kind of worker am I...that’s why, in this
case, they do it right; that’s the way it should be. It is okay, I will learn the language and go to a
different job, though now where I work the people are good, well, even...they took me without
knowing English. Well, now I go to school, [I am] learning English ....
