English Translation:

Interviewee: Then... usually... in... on the first day [of the new year], children in the family get
up early in the morning and give their grandparents, parents, and people who are older than them
traditional New Year greetings so as to receive lucky money. About... this means the children
who are still living with their parents, unmarried, all will receive lucky money. [They receive a]
little if not a lot [of money], but depending on their age, everyone will have a red envelope. Then
there is money inside. Whether the money is a little or a lot depends on the [financial] ability of
each person. Therefore, every year when Tér' approaches, the kids in the family, the children in
the family are very happy, because [they] know that [they] will have new clothes, their parents
will buy them new clothes. [They] will receive red envelopes not only from their parents but also
from their relatives and neighbors. When relatives come, they also give lucky money.
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' Tér: New Year’s Day or New Year’s festival; T¢f can refer to either Tét tdy (lit. Western Tét, January 1 or New
Year’s Day according to the Western solar calendar) or 7ét ta (lit. our Tét, New Year’s Day in the Vietnamese lunar
calendar). Tét can also be used to refer to holiday or festival in general, for example: Tét Thiéu Nhi (International
Children’s Day), Tét Nguyén Tiéu (Lantern Festival), Tét Trung Thu (Mid-Autumn Festival), ect.
