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The Aunt as Mediator
English translation: 
The Aunt is there to hear if the couple is doing well and that they are getting along.  They are also there to see if the two are either not getting along or if one of them is not happy about the other. She is also there to provide counsel and advise so that the two move in the right direction in the relationship and stay faithful to each other. The aunt is also instrumental when the couple decides to get introduced to the families and let the parents know that the two want to marry. Aunt plays a mediating role between the couple and the family as well as the extended family. She also helps solve any other issues that might come up in the marriage process.
