Seller: Yes, please.
Buyer: Bring the price down a bit for me?
Seller: Please, I can only give you a discount of five percent.
Buyer: 5000?
Seller: Yes.
Buyer: But for 5000 if you only give 150, well that is… (not much of a discount). 
Seller: Do you know something, I buy it (i.e. the cloth). I don’t make it, you see…
Buyer: Yes.
Seller: People bring it to me, you see, so when they bring it to me then I also… 
Buyer: You add a little bit (to the cost). 
Seller: Yes, I add a little, that is how I can make a profit. 
Buyer: And what about this?
Seller: Oh, as for this…
Buyer: It’s a scarf. 
Seller: It is a scarf so it’s not too expensive because people wear it to funerals, 50,000.
Buyer: 50,000? 
Seller: Yes, please… 50 000.
Buyer: Bring it down a little for me?
Seller: I will give it to you for 30.
Buyer: You will give it to me for 30?
Seller: Yes, please.
Buyer: I had wanted two of these (cloth)….
Seller: You want these two? 
Buyer: Yes.
Seller: If you want two of these I will give you a discount. 
Buyer: Oh, it is too expensive.
Seller: Oh, please.
Buyer: It’s too expensive. I had wanted this, as well.
Seller: Well, then I would reduce each by 10,10,10 (thousand).
Buyer: You will reduce it by 10? Then it will be how much?
Seller: Yes then 140, 140, 140, instead of the original 150. 
Buyer: And this? 
Seller: This is 30.
Buyer: Is this your last offer?
Seller: For this, the last offer is 30."
