Visitor: All is well, by the Grace of God. 
Man: How’s it going?
Visitor: All’s well, by the grace of God. And how about you?
Man: All right (literally means slow or uneventful – in a good way).
Woman: Well, please have a seat.
Visitor: Thank you. Well yesterday we already had one chat. 
Woman: Yes. How are things at home?
Visitor: Very well and you?
Woman: Oh, well by the grace of God.
Visitor: We thank God.
Woman: PK, bring him some water to drink so we can ask him what brings him here.
Man: All right.
N/B The participants in this conversation are older people so they adhere strictly to traditional polite conversation."
