Twi transcript:
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English translation:
"Pharmacist: Hello. Please, what would you like to buy?
Customer: Oh. I have a cough, and my tooth is aching as well. 
Pharmacist: Is that so?
Customer: It’s given me an awful headache. So, what do you have?
Pharmacist: When did it start?
Customer: Aah, the cough… it started about… three days ago.
Pharmacist: Three days ago? All right, in that case I’ll give you a little something, but let me tell you how much it will cost first. 
Customer: And my tooth? It hurts so badly, I can’t sleep. 
Pharmacist: I’ll give you something for that too. 
Customer: Okay. 
Pharmacist: It all comes to 45,000. 
Customer: Let me see the medicine. 
Pharmacist: Okay.
Customer: Aah… is this it?
Pharmacist: This is the medicine. This is what will work on your tooth. And this other one is an antibiotic. 
Customer: Hmm... but it’s so expensive. 
Pharmacist: It’s expensive?
Customer: Very. 
Pharmacist: This one is the highest quality.
Customer: Really?
Pharmacist: This is the best one. 
Customer: Is it imported or what?
Pharmacist: It’s imported. 
Customer: Really?
Pharmacist: Yes.
Customer: So how is it taken? 
Pharmacist: For this, you take one in the morning and one in the evening. That’s how you take it. 
Customer: Okay. I understand. So you said it would add up to… 
Pharmacist: I’m adding it all up ... 
Pharmacist: Ten will be ... 59,000. Would you like five?
Customer: No.
Pharmacist: Ten, I’m giving you ten. Ten will be 59,000. And this, too. One costs a hundred cedis. 
(NOTE: Some confusion with figures here, normally done in English, not Twi. The pharmacist gets confused.)
Customer: Really?
Pharmacist: Yes. So when I give you four, that will make it six thousand. 
Customer: Okay, thank you. So put it in the bag for me. 
Customer: Thank you so much. God bless you. 
Pharmacist: You’re welcome. 
Customer: Well, then, bye bye. 
Pharmacist: Bye bye!"
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Pharmacist: Hello. Mepaakyew wobet> den?
Customer: Oh. Mebowa, ena, me se ye me ya.

Pharmacist: Saa, woahu?

Customer: Ama me ti ye me ya paa. Enti, eden na wowd?

Pharmacist: (€)start(e) da ben?

Customer: Aah, meb>>wa...(€)start(e) beye. .. £... enne ne nansa.

Pharmacist: Wei, wobefa no anapa baako, enwumere nso baako. Saa na wo be
fano.

Customer: Daabi.
