Assignments for Independent Study
Revising material from the last chapter
Here is a list of things you should be able to do comfortably after covering Lesson 3. Make sure that you go through the entire list step-by-step. Don’t hesitate to ask your mentor about anything that you are still unsure of.
· Review your vocabulary. Sort the entire vocabulary from Lesson 3 into separate sections or columns for nouns, verbs, adjectives, etc. Bring that list to your session.
· Review the use of basic greeting phrases and inquiries of well being. Do not hesitate to speak out aloud. What is the difference between formal and informal greetings? Make a table with formal and informal greetings, phrases and inquiries of well-being. Bring that list to your session.
· Review the greetings for evenings, nights and mornings. When are they used? Create a one-day time table and bring it to your session.
· Review the use of negation in BCS. Write out 10 sentences using negation. Bring the list to your session.
· Review expressing preferences in BCS. Write out 10 sentences expressing your likes and dislikes. Bring the list to your session.
Talking about Someone’s Origin
· Study BCST Lesson 4, Section A1. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections.  
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 4, Section A1 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement without consulting your textbook. Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue.
· Practice using question words to determine a person’s place of origin. Make sure to note the difference between formal and informal speech while asking about a person’s place of origin, i.e. Odakle si? Odakle ste? Alternatively, you could ask Odakle dolaziš? Odakle dolazite? (“Where do you come from?”) The answer to this question is always in the form of “iz + place name in the genitive case”, for example Ja sam iz Kanade or Ja sam iz New Yorka. You can also answer this question in short form using just the answer phrase, i.e. Iz Kanade. or Iz New Yorka. 
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write three dialogues of your own similar to the one in Lesson 4, Section A1. Bring your homework and any questions regarding the assignment to your tutorial session. The dialogues should each be at least 8 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 4, Section A1.
· Review the genitive case of nouns. Make sure to go over the grammar point regarding the different forms of the genitive case in masculine, feminine and neuter nouns in singular. Using your knowledge of BCS vocabulary, practice changing nouns from the nominative to the genitive, i.e. grad-grada, olovka-olovke, pismo-pisma. Practice changing the case while placing adjectives in front of those nouns, for example: veliki grad-velikog grada, plava olovka-plave olovke, lijepo pismo-lijepog pisma. One of the tricks that BCS speakers use to determine the proper case is to ask a question using a verb in order to logically respond to it in the proper case, so in this situation, one could ask Koga nema? or Čega nema? (“Who or what is missing?”) and answer it with Nema velikog grada. or Nema plave olovke. or Nema lijepog pisma.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Pick ten nouns and change them into the genitive case. Use each of them in at least two sentences using the question „Čega ima?“ or „Čega nema“ (20 sentences total).
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Review the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Asking for Directions.”  You should be able to use them effortlessly and within the appropriate context by the time of your conversation session.

· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 4, Section A1. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks.

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 4, Section A1.
· Be prepared to role play scenarios in which two people meet at a dinner and talk about where they and their parents are from. Be prepared to role play both formal and informal meetings.
