Assignments for Independent Study
Difference Between “Like” and “Love” in BCS
· Study BCST Lesson 6, Section A4. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections.  
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 6, Section A4 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement. Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue.
· Review the note on the difference between verbs for “like” and “love”. Read the grammar point on p. 87. Make sure to understand the difference in meaning and use of voljeti and sviđati se. Practice using the two in sentences, for example: Volim plavu boju. Sviđa mi se onaj plavi momak. Ne volim povrće. Create at least ten sentences using voljeti and sviđati se. Bring those to your tutorial.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
End-of-Chapter Exercises
· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. Practice by writing out exercises B2, B4 and B6. Bring those to your session.
· Work through exercises C1-C2 and C4-C7 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
· Geography Lesson: Learn the place names on p. 96 and be prepared to point out where each place is on the map in your conversation session. Look up answers to the questions on p. 96.
· Read the third short story by David Albahari. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the story on p. 342. Write three statements in BCS about the two characters in the Albahari story. Bring those to your tutorial.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out exercises C1, C2, C3, and C5. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.   
Grammar Points 
· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 6, Section A4.
· Review the grammar note on p. 87 regarding the other uses of the dative in BCS. Review the additional grammar points in BCSG, Sections 73b and 73e. Find five examples of direct objects in dative, and use them in a sentence (5 sentences total).
· FOR TUTORIAL: Find five examples of direct objects in dative, and use them in a sentence (5 sentences total).
Vocabulary Practice 

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Read the cultural note on the status of Montenegrin language on p. 87. Note that, although Montenegrin language became the official language of Montenegro as defined by the Montenegrin Constitution in 2007, the Montenegrin Constitution also recognizes Serbian, Croatian, Bosnian and Albanian as other languages spoken in Montenegro. However, the most recent census (2011) shows that most citizens of Montenegro (42.88%) still consider the ijekavian version of Serbian as their native language, compared to 36.97% who chose to define their native language as Montenegrin. Schools in Montenegro still teach the “native language”, which is defined as “Montenegrin, as well as Serbian, Bosnian and Croatian.” 

Also, in 2009, the government of Montenegro formed the Expert Commission for the Standardization of the Montenegrin Language. Soon after, the Commission adopted the proposed two new letters, ś and ź, to replace the existing digraphs šj and žj (used in dialect-specific words such as śjekira, “axe” and źenica, “iris”). Thus, Montenegrin language has its own unique alphabet with 32 letters, instead of the usual 30 shared by Bosnian, Serbian and Croatian. If you are interested in new developments regarding Montenegrin, make sure to ask your mentor about any new details regarding this interesting linguistic case.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 6, Section A4. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks.

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 6, Section A4.
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B7 in your conversation session.
· Be prepared to name places on a regional map and to discuss the geography of Croatia.
· Be prepared to discuss the two characters in the three David Albahari stories, their relationship, their preferences and hobbies.
Homework for Tutorial
· Write out exercises B2, B4 and B6. Bring those to your session. Your mentor will help you correct them.
· Write out exercises C1, C2, C3, and C5. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.
