Assignments for Independent Study

Ordering Food
· Study BCST Lesson 7, Section A2. Read the section and listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Pause the audio player to allow time to repeat. Also practice supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Optionally, you should listen to the Bosnian, Croatian, and Serbian forms of the dialogue so that you become familiar with each. You may choose which form to practice and use in your conversation sessions, but you should eventually be able to recognize all three forms. 

· Review the basic phrases and inquiries about directions found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Eating. 

· Review the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Eating Out.”  

· Practice offering, ordering and asking for food by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 7, Section A2 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement.  You may choose the B, C, or S form to use in your own speech, but you should be able to recognize and respond to someone using any of the three forms. You should be prepared to practice similar dialogues in your conversation session. 

· FOR TUTORIAL: Write three dialogues in which a person orders food at a restaurant. Bring your homework and any questions regarding the assignment to your tutorial session. The dialogues should each be at least 8 lines long.      
Expressing Means and Tools; Indicating Companionship
· Review the grammar notes under the dialogue section in Lesson 7, Section A1.  Pay special attention to the section ‘Instrumental case’. Study the use of the instrumental case for masculine, feminine and neuter nouns. Additionally, you may consult the BCSG, Sections 79a and 79b for further examples of nouns in the instrumental case.
· Practice role playing various situations where people ask each other to spell their names or addresses in BCS for your conversation session.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write three dialogues in which two people discuss the following topics: whether they prefer to write with pens or pencils; whether they like their coffee with or without sugar and milk; and whether they prefer to study alone or with their friends. Bring those dialogues to your tutorial. The dialogues should be at least 8 lines long.
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 7, Section A1.
· Review the grammar point on p. 98 regarding the instrumental case of pronouns. Make sure to note the different full forms for B, C and S. You should use the appropriate full form for the language variant that you are studying, but you should also make sure that you can recognize the other variants as well. Write ten sentences using pronouns in the instrumental case. Bring those to your session.
· Review the use of prepositions with the instrumental case. Make sure to note the different uses of pronouns before the instrumental case in B, C and S. Make sure that you use the appropriate pronouns for your chosen language variant, but also be prepared to recognize the other variants as well.  
· FOR TUTORIAL: Underline and mark the subject(s), verb(s) and object(s), and circle the instrumental case in the following sentences: Danas idem sa prijateljima u kino. Supa se jede kašikom, a ne viljuškom.  Volim kafu sa mlijekom. Marko najviše voli pitu sa sirom. Prijatelji se vole srcem, a ne glavom. Once you're done, translate the sentences. Feel free to look up any unknown words online. Bring the completed exercise to your tutorial. 
Vocabulary Practice 

· Review the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Eating Out.”  You should be able to use them effortlessly and within the appropriate context by the time of your conversation session.

· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 7, Section A1. 

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks. 

Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to recite the alphabet and spell aloud in BCS. 

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 7, Section A1

· Be prepared to role play scenarios in which a person goes to a café or a restaurant and orders food or drinks. Be ready to take on a variety of different ages, social stations and genders.

· Be prepared to look at photos of various food items in BCS and identify the types of food shown.

· Be prepared to review and discuss restaurant etiquette and formal and informal situations in cafes and restaurants in Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia and Serbia.
