Assignments for Independent Study
Spelling Names in BCS
· Study BCST Lesson 1, Section A3. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogue on the appropriate Disc from the Audio Supplement. Practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections. 
· Read the grammar note on the spelling of proper names on p. 5. There are two ways of spelling foreign names in BCS: one is to keep the original spelling of names (like in English), i.e. George would be spelled as George. The other way is phonetically transcribe the name using the BCS alphabet, i.e. George would be spelled as Džordž. Practice spelling names in BCS phonetically by coming up with at least 15 names and surnames. Bring this list to your session.
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 1, Section A3 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement.  Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue. 
· Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial by reciting the personal pronouns from memory. Make sure you are comfortable with the fact that 3rd person singular and plural have a different pronoun for each of the three BCS genders (masculine, feminine and neuter).
· Spend some time reviewing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
Introductions and Asking about Personal Information
· Review the grammar notes under the dialogue section in Lesson 1, Section A3.  Pay special attention to the section ‘Nouns and gender’. Make sure you understand that all nouns in BCS are subject to gender, i.e. stolica (“chair”) is a feminine noun, while sto/stol (table) is a masculine noun, and sjedalo/sjedište (“seat”) is a neuter noun. Using the rules described in the grammar note on the gender of nouns, find ten examples of each noun gender. Bring the completed list to your session.
· Study the basic greetings phrases, polite phrases and inquires about well-being found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Basics. 
· Practice formal and informal greetings by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Practice role playing various situations where people exchange greetings for your conversation session.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write two dialogues – one formal, one informal – of your own. You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading the lines for both participants in the dialogues. The dialogues should each be at least 6 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 1, Section A3.
· Read the grammar note on p. 3 regarding questions in BCS. Remember that the most common way of asking questions in BCS is to start a sentence with Da li + verb, while the other common way is to start a sentence with Verb + li. 
· Read the grammar note on p. 4 regarding possessive adjectives in BCS. Make sure to note that the gender of the adjective must match the gender of the noun it is attached to. Come up with at least 10 adjective + noun pairs. Bring them to your tutorial.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Write out at least 10 sentences in BCS using the da li + verb formula, then convert those sentences by using the verb + li formula. Make sure to ask your mentor for further information on asking questions in BCS.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Listen to and review the vocabulary and phrases on LangMedia Croatian in Croatia/Serbian in Serbia, “Greetings and Introductions.”  Be prepared to use them with confidence during your conversation session.
· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.   
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 1, Section A3.
· Make sure that you also recite all words in the vocabulary box in Section A2. Practice spelling out each word, using the BCS sound for each letter: “Zdravo—z-d-r-a-v-o.”  

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks. 
Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to recite the alphabet and spell aloud in BCS. 

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 1, Section A3.
· Be prepared to review a scenario in which you will be asked to greet and introduce yourself in both formal and informal settings.
· Be prepared to role play scenarios in which two ask each other about the ownership of an object. Be ready to take on a variety of different ages, social stations and genders.
Homework for Tutorial

· Write two new dialogues – one formal, one informal – similar to the dialogue at the beginning of Lesson 1, Section A3. The dialogues should each be at least 6 lines long.   
· Practice spelling names in BCS phonetically by coming up with at least 15 names and surnames. Bring this list to your session.
· Come up with at least 10 adjective + noun pairs. Bring them to your tutorial.
· Study Hint: When writing a dialogue, you should consider using as much of your new vocabulary as you can. Try to incorporate words and phrases from LangMedia and other sources listed in the study guides and not just those from textbook dialogues.
