Assignments for Independent Study
Do It Yourself
· Study BCST Lesson 7, Section A4. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of each part.

· Practice the use of the instrumental of means. As mentioned in Study Guide 19, one of the most common uses of the instrumental case is to denote means or tools, hence its name. After reviewing the grammar point on p. 105, use your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary to practice using the instrumental case to indicate a means or a tool, e.g. Voliš li da pišeš perom? Ne, ja više volim da pišem olovkom. Be careful not to use the preposition s/sa when using the instrumental in this meaning. Also note that this type of instrumental can be used to indicate a hobby, for example Bavim se muzikom. or Bavim se slikanjem. (lit. trans. “I do music.” “I do painting.”)
· Review the differences in gender of nouns and suffixes of adjectives in B, C and S. Carefully read the grammar point on the variation in suffixes and gender on p. 105. Note that in some instances the gender of a noun doesn’t change even if the noun ends in –a, e.g. sudac and sudija are both masculine nouns. For further information regarding these differences, please consult BCSG, Chapter 22, Section 172a, pp. 395-398.
· Review the use of the words for “where. Review the cultural and grammar point on the variant words for “where” and their proper usage. 
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A4.  Practice forming sentences with each word.
· Review BCST, Lesson 7, Section A3.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 

· Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 
· Work through exercises C1-C7 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
Reading Assignment
· Read the aphorisms section. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the aphorisms on p. 111, as well as cultural and geography notes below the aphorisms on p. 111 and on p. 112. Please note that, contrary to the textbook note on emphasis in writing, it is actually more common to use italics or underscore for emphasis in BCS than it is to use bold letters or spaces between letters in a particular word. However, be prepared to encounter all four aforementioned emphasis methods in written BCS, as there is no singular official or recommended format or rule for emphasis in any of the three variants.
· Read the fourth short story by David Albahari. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the story on pp. 342-343.
Conversation Session Preparation Guide     

· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B8 in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two students discuss their hobbies. Be prepared to have the same conversation using formal speech and politeness formulas, i.e. with a professor, or a parent of a friend.
· Be prepared to recognize different variants of nouns and adjectives shown to you on flash cards in your session. Be prepared to accurately tell gender of those nouns and adjectives, and use them in a sentence.
· Be prepared to discuss the two characters in the David Albahari story, their relationship, their preferences and hobbies.

Homework for Tutorial

1. Write out exercises C1-C7. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.
