Assignments for Independent Study

· Review vocabulary and grammar points from Lesson 1 to 7. Make sure to review all of the grammar points previously covered in BCS I and II. Practice the dialogues from Lessons 1 to 7 and individual sections. Note down any specific questions or issues you might have from previous lessons and bring them to your session.
· Study BCST Lesson 8, Section A1. Read the section and listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Pause the audio player to allow time to repeat. Also practice supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Optionally, you should listen to the Bosnian, Croatian, and Serbian forms of the dialogue so that you become familiar with each. You may choose which form to practice and use in your conversation sessions, but you should eventually be able to recognize all three forms.

· Practice the dialogue in Section A8 so that you can do each part comfortably without consulting the text. You may choose the B, C, or S form to use in your own speech, but you should be able to recognize and respond to someone using any of the three forms. You should be prepared to practice similar dialogues in your conversation session. 
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A1.  
· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks. 
· Please note that, although the textbook suggests ćerka as the S equivalent of kćerka (B, C), it might be good to know that ćerka is a very colloquial term used in some parts of Serbia, and that it's more common to see or hear kćerka used in Serbia. Also, both kćerka and ćerka are considered to be colloquial terms (with kćerka considered much less colloquial, as previously noted). The standard term in B, C and S is kći.
· Review the vocative case of nouns. After reading the grammar note on p. 114, use your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary to practice the use of the vocative case in descriptive nouns, objects and abstract ideas, e.g. Prijatelju, dodaj mi tu knjigu. or Učiteljice, Senad danas ne može doći jer je bolestan. or Ljubavi, sretan ti rođendan. 
· Review all singular and plural case forms for nouns, pronouns and adjectives. After reading the grammar note on p. 114, make sure to review all rules covered in Lessons 1-8 regarding forming different case forms for nouns, pronouns and adjectives in masculine, feminine and neuter forms. Consult BCST, pp. 323-329 for examples of declensions. Also review BSCG, Chapter 8, Section 89a-89c, pp. 128-132 for a more detailed overview of all case forms and declensions of BCS nouns, pronouns and adjectives.
Written Homework to Hand-In at Tutorial
1. Using the dialogue sample in Section A1, write three similar dialogue exchanges using the replacement words given after the dialogue. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 

2. Choose six nouns, adjectives or pronouns, two for each form (masculine, feminine and neuter) and write out their singular and plural forms in all declensions. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to role play scenarios in which students are informing a teacher about scheduling conflicts, textbooks, and other students. Be prepared to answer any follow-up questions your mentor might ask in response.
· Be prepared to identify the correct case of nouns, pronouns and adjectives your mentor shows on flashcards in class. Be prepared to identify and correct mistakes your mentor intentionally makes on some of the flashcards. 

· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try writing the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

End of Week Wrap-Up 
· Review all vocabulary covered in this study guide. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using. 

· Take inventory of what you have learned and make note of anything that is giving your particular problems or about which you are confused. Make a point of giving extra attention to those items and asking your tutor or conversation partner for help. 

· Remember to submit your online self-assessment report at the end of the week. The self-assessments focus on the language learning strategies needed to be successful in the course. Self-assessments count for 4% of your final grade and make a real difference in the final grade if you are on the borderline between grades.
