What’s That Thing?
· Study BCST Lesson 9, Sections A3 and A4. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of each part.

· Practice the use of negative prepositional phrases and pronouns such as niko/nitko and nigde/nigdje. Read the grammar point on negated propositional phrases niko/nitko, ništa and nigdje and review the table on p. 132. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice using these phrases in a sentence, e.g. Ove sedmice se nisam čuo ni s kim. Niko mi se nije javio. Neću ići nigdje. 
· Review the use of the BCS “what” clause to što. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice the use of the phrase to što for “what” and “that”, e.g. Šta je to što čitaš? (“What is it that you’re reading?”) or Šta vam je to na stolu? (“What is that on your desk?”)
Getting Somewhere
· Review the cultural note on transportation. Review the box at the bottom of p. 132 regarding different terms for bus and train stations. Please note that kolodvor in C is often used exclusively for main stations (autobusni kolodvor, željeznički kolodvor), while postaja is used for stops (autobusna postaja, željeznička postaja). In B and S, stanica is used for both the main stations and individual stops. It could also be interesting to note that the term stanica is still often used in colloquial Croatian, and it’s easily understood by most Croatian speakers.
· Review the cultural note on colloquial names for family members. Review the cultural note at the bottom of p. 133 regarding regional colloquialisms for “father” and “mother”. Make sure to note that the textbook erroneously states that nana is a B colloquialism for mother – together with nena  and in some instances majka, it is actually a term for grandmother. Also, the correct Dalmatian colloquialism for father is pape and not papo, as stated in the textbook. In addition to Dalmatia, ćaća is used in certain parts of Bosnia and Herzegovina such as Western Herzegovina and Central Bosnia.
· Review the cultural note on BCS exclamations and crutch words. Read the cultural note on p. 133 regarding exclamations and crutch words in different parts of the BCS speaking area. Please note that a common crutch word in Montenegro is čoče (most probably short for čovječe, “man”). Čoče is used in the same context as bre in Serbia and bolan in Bosnia and Herzegovina.
Vocabulary Exercises
· Memorize the vocabulary for Sections A3-A4.  Practice forming sentences with each word.
· Review BCST, Lesson 9, Sections A1-A2.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 

Work through exercises B1-B7 orally. Practice all the replacement variations.  Refer to the online answer key to check yourself. You should be prepared to do these drills in your conversation session. 
· Work through exercises C1-C8 orally.  You will write out these exercises for your written homework assignment.  You should eventually become familiar with all forms, but for now choose to use only one form (B, C, or S) for your written assignments.
· Read the aphorisms section. Review the additional vocabulary in the box above the aphorisms on p. 140, as well as cultural and geography notes below the aphorisms.
· Read the two short stories by David Albahari. Review the additional vocabulary in the boxes above the story on p. 344. 

Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Write out exercises C1-C8. After doing the exercises on your own, consult the online answer key to assess your own work. Mark your corrections. If you have trouble with an exercise, do it over again on another day. Bring both versions to hand in.
2. Compose a dialogue with at least 8 exchanges in which two people meet and discuss an object one of them is looking for. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do question and answer drills similar to those in B1-B7 in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a situation where two people meet at a bus or train station and talk about the reason why they are there - they could be traveling, they could be waiting for someone, or they could be purchasing tickets. 
· Be prepared to discuss the two characters in the David Albahari stories, their relationship, their preferences and hobbies.
