Assignments for Independent Study

· Study BCST Lesson 11, Sections A1 and A2. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections. 
· Review the BCS verb types and the formation of passive participles. Review the grammar note on p. 160 regarding the construction of passive participles from verbs in the infinitive. For a review of verb types as categorized by this textbook, please review the verb chart on p. 142. It might be useful to remember the basic rule, where most verbs ending with –ati use the suffix –n to form the passive participle, e.g. pročitati-pročitan, dodati-dodan, etc. The suffix –n and –en are more commonly used in verbs with other endings in the infinitive, where forms different than the verb in the infinitive might be used to form the passive participle – in most cases the 3rd person plural of the present tense is used, e.g. pojesti-pojedu (3rd person plural)-pojeden, odvesti-odvezu (3rd person plural)-odvezen,etc.
How to Be the Best
· Practice the comparison of adjectives. Adjectives in BCS are compared in three degrees, just like in English: positive, comparative and superlative. In most adjectives, the comparative is formed by using the positive stem (e.g. star, “old”) and adding the comparative suffix (-iji, e.g. stariji, “older”). The superlative form is then formed by adding the superlative prefix naj- to the comparative form (e.g. najstariji, “the oldest”). A total of four BCS adjectives are irregular (dobar, loš, velik and mali), and have separate words for the comparative, e.g. dobar, bolji or loš, gori. The superlative form is still formed by adding the superlative prefix naj-, e.g. dobar, bolji, najbolji or loš, gori, najgori. For a more in-depth review of the comparison of adjectives, including the consonant softening that happens to the stem of the adjective while forming the comparative form, please review the grammar note on p. 163, as well as BCSG Chapter 11, Sections 112c, and 113a-c.
· Review the comparison of adverbs. Read the grammar note on p. 164. Remember that the comparative and superlative adverbs in BCS are equivalent to the nominative singular form of the comparative and superlative forms of adjectives.
· Review the use of the verb trebati. Review the grammar note on p. 164. Note that the verb trebati (“to need”) can be used twofold: by placing the person who needs something in the dative and use the object as a subject in the nominative, e.g. Trebaju nam nove sveske. or to use it as a regular verb, e.g. Trebamo nove sveske.
When I Grow Up…
· Review the BCS names of professions. Review the grammar note on p. 164 and the table of professions on p.165. Please note that although comprehensive, the table of professions presented in the textbook is somewhat erroneous: B more commonly uses arhitekta, plesač, doktor, zubarka, direktor and direktorica, advokat, konobar and konobarica. The feminine form of the term for minister in S is ministarka, while B uses both ministarka and ministrica. S more commonly uses the term šofer than vozač for „driver“, as well as stolar instead of tesar for „carpenter“. The biggest discrepancy can be noticed in the names used for members of the clergy: in B, svećenik denotes a Catholic priest, while sveštenik or pop denote an Orthodox Christian priest. B, C and S all use hodža or imam as terms for a Muslim priest. 
· Memorize the vocabulary for Sections A1 and A2.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.
· Review BCST, Lesson 10, Sections A3-A4.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue samples in Sections A1 and A2, write two similar dialogue exchanges for each section using the replacement verbs and nouns given after each dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange replacing the 2nd person singular informal address with 2nd person plural formal, while making sure to use the appropriate gender in responses. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments

· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session.
· Be prepared to recognize and name different professions on pictures shown to you by your mentor during your session. 
· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two friends are planning on meeting for dinner and are discussing different restaurants. Be prepared to agree or disagree with other person’s personal preferences.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 11, Sections A1 and A2. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions or confusions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help? 

· Remember to submit your online self-assessment report at the end of the week.
