Assignments for Independent Study

· Study BCST Lesson 11, Section A3. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogue and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue section.
· Practice the use of the instrumental case to express a second object in a sentence. The instrumental case is used in combination with verbs such as smatrati to better describe a person or object, e.g. Ja se smatram pametnim. Smatram tu vrstu muzike lijepom. It is also used in combination with the verb baviti se to identify one’s profession in a broad sense, e.g. Moj brat se bavi novinarstvom. Njegova majka se bavi crtanjem. Using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary, practice using the instrumental case to express these ideas, e.g. 
· Baviš li se muzikom? 
· Ne, ne bavim se muzikom, bavim se glumom.
· To je lijepo. Ja glumu smatram interesantnom.
· Read the cultural note on Ivo Andrić on p. 167. Andrić's literature is a good place to start when it comes to BCS literature, since he is often quoted and held in high regard in all former Yugoslav states. Andrić was a Bosnian Catholic who spent most of his life in Belgrade, which makes him a true representative of the entire BCS canon. Here are a few of his quotes: 
· "Što ne boli - to nije život, što ne prolazi - to nije sreća." (“If it doesn't hurt, it’s not life; if it’s not fleeting, it’s not happiness.”)
· "Život nam vraća samo ono što mi drugima dajemo." (“Life only gives back what we give to others.”)

· "Dođu, tako, vremena, kada pametan zašuti, budala progovori, a fukara se obogati." (“So a time comes when those who are smart grow silent, fools speak up, and those who are petty become rich.”)
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A3.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.

· Review BCST, Lesson 11, Sections A1-A2.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue samples in Section A3, write three similar dialogue exchanges for each section using the replacement verbs and nouns given after each dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange replacing the 2nd person singular informal address with 2nd person plural formal, while making sure to use the appropriate gender in responses. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 
Conversation Preparation and Assignments

· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session.
· Be prepared to role play a conversation in which two students discuss their current occupation and future professions. Be prepared to ask follow up questions, such as whether they are content with their choice, as well as making suggestions in terms of future employment.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 11, Section A3. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons.
