Assignments for Independent Study
Where Are You From?
· Study BCST Lesson 1, Section A4. Read the whole sections, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogue on the appropriate Disc from the Audio Supplement. Practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue. Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue sections. 
· Practice asking and answering questions about people’s nationality. Practice using the vocabulary from sections A1-A4 to discuss people's nationality, for example: Ja sam Amerikanka. Da li je Hrvoje Bosanac? Odakle je George? Da li je tvoja prijateljica Francuskinja?
· Listen to the dialogue in Lesson 1, Section A4 found on the appropriate disk from the Audio Supplement.  Try to distinguish Bosnian/Croatian/Serbian words in that dialogue. 
· Prepare for your conversation session and tutorial by reciting the short and long forms of the verb biti (“to be”). Make sure you are comfortable with the fact that the long form of biti are used for emphasis, and that there’s only one negation form of this auxiliary verb. Practice using the long form of biti by writing 5 pairs of questions and answers, where the answer begins with the long form of biti.
· Spend some time reviewing the BCS alphabet. Try writing down the alphabet in dictionary order, providing an example from this week’s vocabulary where possible.
Talking about Professions
· Review the grammar notes under the dialogue section in Lesson 1, Section A4. Practice asking and answering questions about people’s profession. Practice using the vocabulary from sections A1-A4 to discuss people's profession, for example: Ja sam student. Da li je Hrvoje profesor? Šta je George? Šta je tvoj drug? Da li je tvoja prijateljica studentica?
· Study the basic greetings phrases, polite phrases and inquires about well-being found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Basics. 
· Practice formal and informal greetings by talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Practice role playing various situations where people exchange greetings for your conversation session.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Using this week’s vocabulary and grammar, write two dialogues – one formal, one informal – of your own. You will be asked to act them out orally during your tutorial, so practice reading the lines for both participants in the dialogues. The dialogues should each be at least 6 lines long.   
Grammar Points 

· Review the assigned grammar points in Lesson 1, Section A4.
· Read the grammar note on p. 7 regarding the plural form of masculine nouns. Make sure to note that monosyllabic masculine nouns (e.g. drug, krug, nož, etc.) usually gain an additional syllable in plural (either –ov- or –ev-). 

· Read the grammar note on p. 7 regarding vocabulary differences between B, C and S. Make sure to note that the three languages are mutually very intelligible in general and that in that sense they more resemble dialects than separate languages. Another thing to note is that the textbook itself sometimes wrongly attributes certain words to B, C or S – for example, in the very grammar note, the textbook makes a claim that drug is not used in B to describe a friend or a companion, which is not true. The word drug is less commonly used in C, but it’s nevertheless intelligible. In case you’re not certain whether a word belongs to B, C or S, note it down and ask your mentor to help you out.
· FOR TUTORIAL: Practice plurals of monosyllabic masculine nouns by changing the following nouns into their plural form: drug, mak, đak, krug, sprat, let, kit, film, tim, trag, đon. Bring the list to your tutorial.
Vocabulary Practice 

· Review the vocabulary and phrases on Wikitravel, “Basics.”  Be prepared to use them with confidence during your conversation session. 
· Practice reading and repeating this week’s BCS vocabulary aloud.   
· Listen to, read, say aloud and memorize all new vocabulary and other expressions in Lesson 1, Section A4.
· Make sure that you also recite all words in the vocabulary box in Section A4. Practice spelling out each word, using the BCS sound for each letter: “nisam – N-I-S-A-M.”  

· Study Hint: It is important that you develop a system for tracking and memorizing vocabulary right from the start. There are many options including paper flashcards, notebook lists, computer programs, and iPhone/iPad apps.  Find a system that works for you and stick with it regularly. It is important to continually review vocabulary so you do not forget what you learned in earlier weeks. 
Conversation Session Preparation Guide
· Be prepared to recite the alphabet and spell aloud in BCS. 

· Be prepared to write out a short dictation based on BCST Lesson 1, Section A4.
· Be prepared to review a scenario in which you will be asked to greet and answer questions about your nationality and profession in both formal and informal settings.
· Be prepared to role play a variety of getting acquainted conversations among teachers and students of different nationalities. Be prepared to take on the role of either of the two and to choose between formal and informal speech accordingly.

Homework for Tutorial

· Write two new dialogues – one formal, one informal – similar to the dialogue at the beginning of Lesson 1, Section A4. The dialogues should each be at least 6 lines long.   
· Practice using the long form of biti by writing 5 pairs of questions and answers, where the answer begins with the long form of biti.
· Practice plurals of monosyllabic masculine nouns by changing the following nouns into their plural form: drug, mak, đak, krug, sprat, let, kit, film, tim, trag, đon. Bring the list to your tutorial.

· Study Hint: When writing a dialogue, you should consider using as much of your new vocabulary as you can. Try to incorporate words and phrases from LangMedia and other sources listed in the study guides and not just those from textbook dialogues.
