Hello, World!
· Study BCST Lesson 2, Section A1. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue section. 
· Practice the vocative case when addressing people. Try addressing people using the vocative case. Do note that sometimes there is a difference between C and S vocatives when applied to first names (i.e. in C some domestic and most foreign names remain in the nominative case, for example Tarik or Michael, while in S you might encounter examples such as Tariče or Majkle.) If you are studying B, you can use either, but make sure you are consistent throughout. Consult Appendix 325 for examples of male and female names.
· Practice the accusative case. Accusative case denotes an active object in a sentence. Try coming up with examples of sentences with an object in BCS (for example, Marko čita knjigu. Azra piše pismo.) Practice making a distinction between a noun in the accusative case and the nominative case, since nouns in neuter or in some instances masculine form, usually have the same ending in both cases. Make sure to review the short forms of object pronouns when they are in the accusative case.

· Practice the present tense of verbs. Practice present tense conjugation of predictable verbs ending with –iti or –ati, such as čitati, pisati, raditi, or učiti. Make sure to take a look at Appendix 6, pp. 333-339 for an overview of conjugation forms.
Busy Schedule

· Practice discussing plans for specific days of the week. Practice using the vocabulary and grammar you have learned so far to discuss planned activities in the near future, for example: U utorak čitam. U sredu moram da učim. Practice negation, such as: U subotu ne radim. Also, practice asking questions, such as: Vježbaš li u nedjelju? Šta radiš sutra? and follow-up answers: Da, vežbam u nedelju. or Ne, vežbam u četvrtak. or Sutra pišem zadaću. Combine this with names in the vocative case, i.e. Kenane, šta radiš u petak?
· Study the two variant forms of BCS, ekavian and ijekavian. Make sure that you understand the difference between the two variant forms of BCS and their use in different regions. Consult BCTG, p.4, Ch. 1, Section 4 for additional information on this topic.
· Practice spelling names from foreign languages in BCS. Although C adheres to original spelling of foreign names of places or people, S does not and it’s more common to see foreign names written out phonetically (i.e. Washington vs. Vašington, Lydia vs. Lidija). If you are studying S, practice writing foreign names phonetically. If you are studying B, you can choose either of the two, but make sure you are consistent throughout. Consult BCTG, p. 3, Ch. 1, Section 1c. for examples of both types of spelling.
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A1.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Pay particular attention to days of the week. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.
· Review BCST, Lesson 1, Section A4.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word.
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue sample in Section A1, write three similar dialogue exchanges using the replacement verbs and nouns given after the dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange replacing the 1st and 2nd person address with 3rd person singular or plural, while making sure to use the appropriate gender. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 

2. Write at least five examples of words in ekavian and ijekavian variant forms. Note down which language they would be used in.
3. Write a mock schedule with activities for each day of the week.

4. Write at least five examples of names of places or people according to B, C and S standards. 

Conversation Preparation and Assignments

· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a conversation in which two friends are planning to meet on a particular day of the week, where one person might or might not state a previous engagement on that particular day. Be prepared to role play a conversation addressing the other person with their first name using the vocative case.

· Be prepared to look at photos of various people and describe their actions or interactions with specific objects.
· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. Be prepared to be able to identify names of places or people written phonetically.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 2, A1. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Were you comfortable with the role plays and activities in your conversation session? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help?
