Assignments for Independent Study
Who Do You See?
· Study BCST Lesson 2, Section A2. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogues and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue section. 
· Practice the accusative case of animate nouns. Accusative case denotes an active object in a sentence. Try coming up with examples of sentences with an object in BCS (for example, Senad vidi sretnog mladića.) Unlike in the case of inanimate nouns, the accusative case of animate nouns has a different ending in masculine form from the nominative case. Make sure to review both the accusative case of animate and inanimate nouns.
· Practice using demonstrative nouns. Try coming up with examples where you could use the three demonstrative nouns in questions and answers (ex. Dodaj mi tu knjigu. Čija je ova olovka?).
· Find and review examples of fleeting vowels in adjectives. Many adjectives in the masculine form in BCS end in a consonant preceded by –a-. This –a- disappears in the feminine and neuter forms. Practice changing the gender of adjectives ending in a consonant preceded by a such as težak, tužan, sretan/srećan. Practice the pronunciation of these adjectives in all three gender variants.
Tell It Like It Is
· Practice giving a more detailed description of a person or object. Using the vocabulary and grammar you learned so far, practice making statements about a person or an object you can see, for example: Onaj čovjek je lijep. Ta knjiga je teška. Try asking questions about a person you see, i.e. Vidiš li onu tužnu ženu? Imaš li onu lijepu olovku? as well as answering the questions, i.e. Ne, ne vidim tužnu ženu. or Da, imam onu lijepu olovku.
· Study the two variant forms of BCS, ekavian and ijekavian. Make sure that you understand the difference between the two variant forms of BCS and their use in different regions. Depending on your choice of B, C or S, spend some time practicing the appropriate form for your choice of language. 
Practice Your Vocabulary
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A2.  Practice forming sentences with each word. Be prepared to be able to identify them on your own.
· Study the basic phrases found on the WikiTravel page for each specific language under Phrase list: Basics. 
· Practice using all the words you know in BCS talking out loud to yourself over and over again. It is important for you to get used to speaking BCS – do not hesitate to talk to yourself or others around you.

· Review BCST, Lesson 2, Section A1.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Using the dialogue sample in Section A2, write three similar dialogue exchanges using the replacement verbs and nouns given after each dialogue, and one similar dialogue exchange replacing the 2nd person singular informal address with 2nd person plural formal, while making sure to use the appropriate gender. After finishing, assess your work using the answer key online. Mark where you made errors and bring your corrected homework and questions to your tutorial session. If the exercise gives you trouble the first time, review the section and then try again. Bring both versions to your tutorial. 

2. Compose a short dialogue in which two students discuss a third person they both can see.

3. Write at least five examples of names of countries, places, landmarks or people according to B, C and S standards. 

Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to do simple question and answer drills in your conversation session. 
· Be prepared to role play a conversation in which one person asks the other person to describe a third person or an object they both can see. 
· Be prepared to role play a situation in which you would ask someone about to pass you or give you a certain object in the room. Be as specific in your description of the object as possible. Be prepared to switch sides and ask questions about the chosen object before you pass it to the other person.
· Be prepared to look at photos of various people and describe their emotional state.
· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. Be prepared to be able to distinguish between the ekavian and ijekavian variants of BHS, as well as identify in which regions these two variants are spoken. Be prepared to be able to identify names of countries, places, landmarks or people written phonetically.
· Spend some time practicing the BCS alphabet. Try completing the alphabet you previously wrote in dictionary order, adding examples from this session’s vocabulary where possible.

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 2, Section A2. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using, especially from previous lessons.
