Assignments for Independent Study
How To Be Polite
· Study BCST Lesson 2, Section A4. Read the whole section, including the grammar points.  Listen to the dialogue and practice repeating after the speakers and supplying the appropriate response to each line of the dialogue.  Also practice making the replacements suggested at the end of the dialogue section. 
· Memorize the vocabulary for Section A4.  Practice forming sentences with each word.
· Practice addressing people using politeness formulas. Practice using polite phrases to address people, such as hvala lepo, izvolite, molim vas. Think of scenarios in which you would use these polite phrases, for example, when addressing an older person in the street, or when purchasing something at a store. Note that it is customary to use second person plural form of verbs when addressing someone in polite form, although it is acceptable to use second person singular if it’s someone you know, for example a friend, a family member or a co-worker you know well. In some cases, people might tell you that it is fine if you address them informally, but a certain level of politeness is still expected depending on your relationship (employer-employee, professor-student, etc.) Consult BCSG, Chapter 2, Section 15, p. 18 on polite forms of verbs. 
· Practice addressing people at different times of day. Make sure to note that when it comes to greetings in BCS, anything before 10 am is considered morning, followed by day until 6 pm, when the evening greeting should be used. In case you need to, you can use the evening greeting until dawn, when it is customary to greet someone with dobro jutro or “good morning”.
We Can Do It!
· Practice the verb moći (“to be able to”) provided in Section A4. Practice giving short answers to direct questions using this verb, such as Može li Stephen vježbati u utorak? Možeš li kupiti onu plavu knjigu?
· Practice proper use of possessive adjectives ending with –ski/ški/čki. Make sure to remember that all adjectives ending with –ski/ški/čki are written in small letters except when they are at the beginning of a sentence or are a part of a name, including possessive adjectives which denote belonging to a place, such as američki (“American”), sarajevsko (“from Sarajevo”) or niška (“from Niš”). Practice using possessive adjectives ending with –ski/ški/čki together with nouns, for example nemački magazin, francuska gramatika, engleski jezik, hrvatsko pismo.
· Review BCST, Lesson 2, Section A3.  Practice the dialog exchanges out loud. Review the vocabulary. Practice making sentences with each word and using the words in variations of the dialogues. 
Written Homework to Hand-In
1. Compose a dialogue with at least 5 exchanges in which two people meet, exchange greetings, names, and discuss other people or inanimate objects, and an additional dialogue where one person is asking the other person to meet on a certain day of the week in polite form.
Conversation Preparation and Assignments
· Be prepared to role play a conversation in which one person comes into a store at a specific time of day in order to buy something (i.e. stationery or a pet). Use your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary in order to describe your planned purchase, as well as appropriate greetings and politeness formulas.
· Be prepared to role play a situation in which two students discuss their knowledge of foreign languages.

· Be prepared to look at photos of various objects and describe them using your knowledge of BCS grammar and vocabulary.
· Be prepared to identify samples of language use provided by your conversation partner as typical of Bosnian, Croatian, and/or Serbian usage. 

End of Week Wrap-Up 

· Review all vocabulary learned in Lesson 2. Devote extra time to words you have problems remembering or using. 

· Any loose ends that you need to attend to before moving on?  Do you have any questions or confusions that did not get answered in your tutorial or conversation session?  Any grammar points you still need to work on? Were you comfortable with the role plays and activities in your conversation session? Do you need to put anything on your list for extra practice or help?
