Assignments for Independent Study

Get familiar with Indonesian pronunciation. 

· Read pp. xxv – xxx in Complete Indonesian on pronunciation of vowel sounds and consonant sounds, and listen to Indonesian Reserves: Vowel Sounds online to get familiar with the sounds of Indonesian vowels. Practice pronouncing the words listed on those pages after hearing the speaker pronounce them. Repeat the exercises and learn how the letters are pronounced when they appear inside a word. Take note on difficult sounds so that you can discuss them in your tutorial meeting. 
· Listen to Indonesian Reserves: Consonant Sounds online to get familiar with the sounds of Indonesian consonants. Practice pronouncing the words listed on those pages after hearing the speaker pronounce them. Repeat the exercises and learn how the letters are pronounced when they appear inside word. Take note on difficult sounds so that you can discuss them in your tutorial meeting

· Listen to Indonesian Reserves: Stress online to get familiar with stress in Indonesian words. Note the differences of stress patterns in English and Indonesian. As you go along with practice on Indonesian pronunciation by listening to Indonesian Reserves: Pronunciation Practice online, also note how your first language influences how you put stress on Indonesian words. Be prepared to practice pronouncing words on pp. XXVIII to XXIX
· Practice More Indonesian words on the following sites. Listen and practice pronouncing some useful expressions. Get more familiar with the differences in the pronunciation system of the Indonesian language through those simple  expressions. Take note on differences between their pronunciation and pronunciation in English.

Can you write the greeting down? Practice using the greetings you have learned from Complete Indonesian and use the book for context described in the video.

· HAND IN: Write out simple greetings, your name, and where you come from. Pay attention to the context which determines the kind of greeting you should use (who do you speak with and in what occasions): 
1) greet a professor of a university in the morning;
2) greet a person at a bus terminal;

4) greet  your boss at a workplace. 
Be prepared to use more expressions to describe your intention to greet those people. For example, you would like to ask a person in a bus terminal which bus to get on to get to Jakarta.
