· To be able to use vocabulary related to jobs. 
· To be able to express capability using a modal auxiliary. 
· To be able to use vocabulary for welcoming and pleasing people.
· To be able to take essential points from a person’s resume.
· To be able to describe a person’s job.

· To be able to use question words from the previous lesson to ask a person about jobs.
Assignments for Independent Study

Pronunciation and Tone
· Listen to CD 1, TR 7, 0:03.  Pay attention to the way a person starts a conversation and extends it when talking about a job and pay attention to the pronunciation and intonation.
· Practice pronouncing and using the vocabulary on pp.57 – 58. Practice using those words in sentences to prepare yourself for the conversation session. 
· Underline expressions of questions. HAND IN: Write three questions using the words in the vocabulary list on pp. 57 – 58.
· Listen again to CD 1, TR 7, 0:03 and pay attention to statements used to express abilities and ask questions of someone else’s abilities: Write them down and read them to practice your pronunciation.

· HAND IN: Say if the statements on p. 63 exercise 3 are true or false based on your comprehension of the dialog as you listen to CD 1, TR 7, 0:03.
Useful expressions to develop a dialog

· Read the dialog with an English translation on p. 59 and pay attention to the use of “silahkan”. What is it in English? – Note that in the book, it is written that this dialogue is on CD1 track 5, it is actually CD1 track 7.
· HAND IN: Use the list of vocabulary on p. 60 and use the word “Silahkan” to attach with the words in the vocabulary list. You may add some other expressions to each of the statements, for example, “Silahkan minum kopinya” etc. 
Grammar Point
· Read again the dialog on pp. 56-57 and the statements expressing abilities that you have become familiar with.

· HAND IN: Write out the statements on p. 61 exercise 2 in Indonesian and change the statements into ones that express abilities, for example, saya bisa mengemudi dengan hati-hati. Using vocabulary on pp. 61-62, write out some more statements (5-7 statements) to express capability.
· HAND IN: Exercise 4: Write out as many statements as you can based on the personal information on pp. 63 – 64. There should be four (4) people to describe. 
· HAND IN: Write out your personal information. Add as much information as you can. Refer to pp. 63 – 64 as an example. 
· HAND IN: Based on the personal information you have prepared, write a narrative of your information and include expressions of capability.
· Be prepared to express your capability in the conversation session. 

Pronunciation and Tones

· Read pp.63-64 aloud for pronunciation practice.
· Write down your own personal information and a narration of your personal information. Read it aloud and pay attention to your pronunciation. 
Homework and Preparation for Tutorial

· HAND IN: Write three questions using the words in the vocabulary list on pp. 57 – 58 

· HAND IN: Say if the statements on p. 63 exercise 3 are true or false 

· HAND IN: Use the list of vocabulary on p. 60 and use the word “Silahkan” to attach to the words in the vocabulary list. You may add some other expressions to each of the statements, for example, “Silahkan minum kopinya” etc. 

· HAND IN: Write out the statements on p. 61 exercise 2 in Indonesian and change the statements into the ones that express ability, for example, saya bisa mengemudi dengan hati-hati. Using the vocabulary on pp. 61-62, write out some more statements (5-7 statements) to express capability.
· HAND IN: Exercise 4: Write out as many statements as you can based on the personal information on pp. 63 – 64. There should be four (4) people to describe. 

· HAND IN: Write out your personal information. Add as much information as you can. Refer to pp. 63 – 64 as an example.
· HAND IN: Based on the personal information you have prepared, write a narration of your information and include expressions of capability.
Conversation Session Preparation

· Be prepared to use the personal information on pp. 63 – 64. Pretend that you are working as a human resource manager wanting to recruit one of the people. Choose one of the people and provide reasons why you prefer that person by stating his/her favorable capabilities. Also be prepared to extend your statements expressing capability, for example, “dia bisa berbicara bahasa Inggris, sehingga dia akan bisa berkomunikasi dengan banyak orang”. Listen to your partner’s description of the person of his/her choice and compare their capabilities.
· Be prepared to role-play a job interview. Be ready with a simple form of a curriculum vitae or resume (personal information detailing what you can do). Refer to pp. 63-64.
· Be prepared to review all grammatical structures you have learned in this week’s study guide, and be able to use them comfortably when talking.
· Be prepared to engage in dialogs. Be ready to focus on asking questions about someone’s capability.
