Assignments for Independent Study

Pronunciation and Expressions
· Listen to CD2, TR 14, 0:02. And practice reading along with the dialog on pp. 304 - 306 for practice with pronunciation and comprehension. 
· Learn the vocabulary in the dialog and practice pronouncing and using those related to parts of the body and sensations associated with them.
· HAND IN:  Write out as many parts of body as you can name in Indonesian and words or phrases which could express how those parts of the body might feel. Practice pronouncing and using these words and phrases in novel situations.
· HAND IN: Write out expressions which can be used to make suggestions to someone (i.e. a doctor making recommendations to a patient). 
· HAND IN: Write out some words or phrases expressing health habits such as drinking, smoking, dieting, and exercising.  
· HAND IN: Write out some questions asking about other people’s likes and dislikes and practice pronouncing them.
· HAND IN: Write out the symptoms that Ken is experiencing in the dialog. What is a likely cause for the problems he is having?
