Assignments for Independent Study    

Getting started with reviewing grammar points on active and passive sentences
· Learn the construction of words to form active verbs with the prefix me- such as me - + larang = melarang and me + yakin + I = meyakini and with the prefix di – such as dilarang and diyakini to make passive meanings. 
· Write out other words with the prefix me- and di- with the vocabulary you have already learnt;
· Try to form the words with the prefix me – and di -  as many as possible and write out sentences (5-7) to make passive and active sentences;
Identifying the features of the text from a dialog  
· Watch a dialog on NGO activist in Sumatra at http://langmedia.fivecolleges.edu/culturetalk/indonesia/id_work_socialwork.html 
· Pay attention to the questions and the way the interviewee talks about a case;
· After watching, write out in your own words, a specific case he is trying to share. If there are many cases, write out all of the cases;
· Pay attention again to the way he is telling a case: write out the structure of telling a case 1) what is first said? 2) what is said next? 3) how does he end up the story?

· Write out in your own words what the problem is in the case that he is telling.
· In telling a story, a description of a setting and context is necessary. What does he say about the setting and context of the story?

· Pay attention to a sentence to another, he may put some adverbs to set up a movie in the reader’s mind. Write out the transitional markers to connect one sentence to another.

· Write out as many passive and active words in the conversation.

Telling a story of a specific case

· Write out a script to tell your classmate about your experience in managing a specific case. Determine what the case is about, when it happened, how it happened, what the impacts of the case were, who were involved, what your position was, and how you handled the case. Feel free to elaborate your story in your own way.
