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Unit III  – “A Room with a Bath” – Conversation and Functions A – C

1. Work through all the textbook materials related to the Conversation and Functions A through C. Listen to the audio. Practice repeating after the speakers. Put down your book and try to use the phrases and repeat the dialog without looking at your textbook. Do the exercises on your own. Check yourself using the answer key. Do the exercises orally as much as possible. 
2. Listen to the Lodging video on Arabic in Jordan – “Inquiring about Reservations.” Listen first without consulting the text. Then study the text. Practice imitating the speakers. Choose some words and expressions to commit to memory and make part of your vocabulary. 
3. Make a list vocabulary list for yourself of useful words related to finding lodging. 

4. Be prepared to role play arriving at a hotel and arranging to have a room for the night.
How to practice the material for this assignment

Look on the web and find two hotels in two different cities. You will use the hotels in the activities below.

Activities that will use the two hotels you have chosen, using the vocabulary you have learned this week in Functions A-C, be prepared to:

· Describe your two hotels;

· Ask 5 questions about each other student’s hotels that elicit information they did not give in their descriptions;

· Role play being a clerk at one of your hotels. Your classmates will call you on the phone asking information about the hotel and you will need to answer and try to get them to make a reservation;

· Role play being a clerk with a client standing in front of you. Make sure the client understands what sort of hotel s/he is checking into. The client will ask about hotel amenities and facilities and you must answer accordingly.

· Role play being a client calling one of your classmates (clerk) about their hotels. You want to make a reservation but you have to make certain that the hotel meets your standards. You want to ask at least 5 specific questions about items in the rooms.

· Role play being a client who has just checked into a hotel and discovers that the room is not as advertised. Talk to the clerk and explain what you wanted and what the hotel has and does not have.

Using the vocabulary on page 102-03:

Go around the room asking each other for these items; the first time reply positively. Once everyone has had the opportunity to say, “Yes I have a  . . . “ then go around asking again and this time, say, “no I’m sorry I don’t have a . . . .” and offer an alternative.

When you are walking across campus, standing in the food line etc, practice combining this week’s new vocabulary. Talk to yourself:

 I want a room with a bath. 

Do you have a room with a bath? 

I want a clean room and I want it right now. 

No that is dirty. 

He has a room with a bath and it is clean. 

I have a room but I do not have a bath. 

I have a bath but I do not have a room. 

She has a room and he has a bath. 

They have a room with a bath but I do not have a room with a bath.” 

Etc etc etc.
