ASSIGNMENTS FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY
1:  Actions in the Present Moment
· Step 1: Study BH Chapter 15, the first section on “The Present Continuous Verb Tense,” pp. 232-234. Study the text, the template and chart on pg. 232, and the examples. Make flashcards for and memorize the information, not neglecting the extra points on pp. 233-234. 
· Step 2: Listen to and read Vocabulary 1, pp. 234-235. Practice using the words in sentences similar to the models on p. 232-234. Make flashcards and memorize the vocabulary.
· Step 3: Read Exercise 1, pg. 235, on your own. Practice making similar statements using the vocabulary. Ask questions in your tutorial as necessary. 
· HAND IN: Complete Exercise 3, pp. 236-237. Listen to the audio and answer the questions in full Hindi sentences. Listening to the whole dialogue and increasing your listening comprehension is important. 
2:  Making Verbs out of Nouns and Adjectives
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Step 1: Study BH Chapter 15, the second section on “Conjunct Verbs,” pp. 238-240. Take your time reading the information and internalizing the examples. These constructions are extremely important and common in Hindi. New verbs are usually formed this way, even from English words. “Use करना” = to use, is a very common one. Make flashcards for and memorize the information as you go. 
· Step 2: Listen to and read Vocabulary 2, pp. 241-243. Make flashcards for and memorize the vocabulary. 
· Step 3: Try to read Exercise 6, pg. 243 on your own. Practice making similar statements using the vocabulary. Ask questions in your tutorial as necessary. 
· HAND IN: Imagine you are going to give a voice over in Hindi to this video. Mute the audio, and watch the video. Write a narration for a space of a few minutes in the video. How would you describe the place? How would you describe what people are doing? Make sure to use conjunct verbs and proper connecting expressions between sentences. Write at least 15 sentences. 
· HAND IN: Write an imagined text conversation in Hindi between you and a friend in New Delhi. Your friend is at a party on a Friday night and tries to get you to come. You say hello then message them asking about it to try to figure out if it’s worth coming, and answer their questions about what you’re up to that night (feel free to be creative). Give an excuse if you decide not to. Write at least 15 lines.
Conversation Session Preparation 
· Be prepared to greet your classmates and conversation partner, and warm-up by talking about you are doing this weekend. You may also look at pictures or videos that your conversation partner brings and ask each other what is happening in them.
· Be prepared to role play scenarios in which someone calls and checks to ask what is going on. Face away from one another to simulate the phone call. For example:
· An anxious parent calling a babysitter to find out what the kids are doing right now. 
· An inquisitive grandparent calling a teenage grandchild to say hello and check-in. 
· Be prepared to roleplay a scenario in which you are walking back to your apartment in Delhi after classes. You run into a friend standing outside of an apartment with loud music coming out. The friend greets you and asks what you’re up to, and tries to persuade you to come in. You ask what the party is like and decide whether you want to join them or not. Provide an excuse if not.
· Be prepared to roleplay a scenario in which you attend a Holi (or another Indian religious celebration) in Chandigarh with a teacher who invited you to celebrate with their family. You are unsure of the traditions and their purpose. Your conversation partner will play a video of the celebration before and during the roleplay to provide a reference. You arrive at your teacher’s house, properly greet them and go in. Then you roleplay “walking around” with your teacher (the conversation partner), and ask what people are doing and why they are doing it. 
· If you have trouble understanding any explanations, make sure to ask for clarification in Hindi!
