ASSIGNMENTS FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY
1: Review and Practice
· Step 1: Make your own checklist of grammar points from the glossary, pg. viii, or use the checklist on pg. 258. Do you recognize all the terms? Can you perform all of the tasks listed?
· Step 2: Go back through the unit and review the grammar points you cannot recall, either fully or partially. Alternatively, review your flashcards or notebook if you have been maintaining your memory system.
· Step 3: Repeat the same steps with the vocabulary lists from this unit. Go to pg. viii and write them down with page numbers, then comb through them. Either make flashcards for words you have forgotten, or use your already made cards to re-learn the words. 
· HAND IN: Complete Exercise 6, pg. 260. Be sure to listen to the audio, not just listen to the passage. Listening practice is important. 
· HAND IN: Read Exercise 10, pg. 262. Prepare a presentation with wider scope – talking about the entire school year. Write out, in full Hindi sentences, a transcript of your presentation. Be sure to make use of connecting phrases and conjunct verbs, and to describe the activities of the student body, the start and end of the semester, the weather, and the physical space of the University, such as where it is located and what/where the main landmarks are.
2: People and Places in the News – Building Cultural Knowledge
· Step 1: Look at the front page of BBC Hindi. Try to look at the top headlines, and a few others. Do you recognize any of the events?
· Step 2: Try to read the top headline, and two others. Use the books glossary or try to translate word by word using online software – don’t just pop in a whole sentence to google translate, try to understand what each word means. 
· HAND IN: Write out three headlines from BBC Hindi. Underline or highlight words that were new for you, that you had to look up. Then, you may either:
· Give your brief opinion of each headline in Hindi (good, bad, interesting)
· Pick a person or place from the headline, look it up online, and write two or three sentences about it in Hindi to describe it.
Conversation Session Preparation 
· Be prepared to give your presentation about daily life at an American college or university. You will get five minutes to do so.
· Be prepared to perform a roleplay in which you are interviewing to work in a tech company in Hyderabad in an entry-level programming position. You go to the office after being hired to meet with the boss, greet them, and ask them questions about working hours, company holidays and when you get your paychecks. The boss doesn’t want to give too much detail, so you are politely insistent. 
· Be prepared to perform a roleplay in which you are deciding with a friend where to go on holiday in the coming year. You say hello and chat about how you’re doing. Then you discuss holiday destinations with one another and try to convince the other that your option is the better one. You both already have a couple ideas that you can support with opinions about the weather and what activities people do there (take a couple of minutes to think and pick a destination before starting the roleplay). 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Be prepared to perform a roleplay in which you are orienting an Indian student into a student organization or sorority/fraternity that you take part in (feel free to make one up). You meet at a coffee shop and describe what the organization does, when it meets, etc., and answer the questions of the new member.
· Be prepared to share one of the headlines you chose from BBC Hindi, explain in Hindi what the different words mean (using English words as necessary, such as __ का मतलब English word है), and giving your opinion or description of a place/person to your classmates.
