ASSIGNMENTS FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY
1: Likes and Needs (and “Indirect Constructions”)
· Step 1: Study BH Chapter 18, “Expressing Likes and Needs,” pp. 266-269. Carefully read the introduction, and each of the three subsections, “Indirect Constructions” pp. 266-267, “Additional Common Indirect Constructions” pp. 267-268, “Additional Points” pp. 268-269. How does the phrasing of such sentences differ from English? Make flashcards for the information and try to memorize it before moving forward.
· Step 2: Listen to and read Vocabulary 1, pp. 269-273. This is a long vocabulary list, so you may need to split making the flashcards for and memorizing it into several study sessions. The food words can be defined with pictures on the other side of the card + the gender, which can be easier to remember than the English word. Memorize as much of it as you can.
· Step 3: Try to do Exercise 1, pp. 273-274, on your own. Practice making similar statements using the vocabulary. Ask questions in your tutorial as necessary. 
· HAND IN: Write a dialogue, at least 15 lines, in which two roommates living in New Delhi have to decide on a shopping list for the week. They have quite different preferences. One of them gets the other’s attention, and is writing the list and asks questions, and both discuss what they like, what they want, and where they can get it (using the मिलता है construction in, e.g., Exercise 3 pg. 75).

They don’t give clear answers, so you have to ask a series of questions about what the kid likes or doesn’t like to find out what to get.
