ASSIGNMENTS FOR INDEPENDENT STUDY
1:  Describing How Things Were
· Step 1: Study BH Chapter 22, “Describing Past Circumstances”, pg. 334. Carefully read the examples and text, then make flashcards and try to memorize the information.
· Step 2: Listen to and read Vocabulary 1, pp. 335-337. Read the words out loud yourself, then make flashcards and memorize as many of them as you can.
· Step 3: If you have not made flashcards for them, go back and review the lists of household and positional vocabulary in BH Chapter 7, Vocabulary 3, pp. 122-125, and BH Chapter 10, Vocabulary 1, pp. 169-170. Review the words and make flashcards then memorize. If you have made flashcards, make sure you go back to review them.
· Step 3: Read Exercise 1, pg. 337 on your own. Ask questions in your tutorial if necessary. 
· HAND IN: Complete Exercise 6, pp. 339-340. Make sure to listen to the audio, pausing and starting against as necessary, not just read the dialogue. It is important to hear the construction used. 
· HAND IN: Write a dialogue, at least 15 lines, in which an elderly grandparent is living in the city with their family, and wants to share with a city-born grandchild what their village was like. The child notices the grandparent is lost in thought and asks what they are thinking about – the grandparent explains, and starts talking at length and answering the child’s questions. Be sure to look up a picture of an Indian village in the fifties or sixties as a model for this dialogue. 
2: Wildlife in North India
· Step 1: Listen to and read Vocabulary 2, pp. 341-342. Read along out loud with the audio, then make flashcards for and memorize the vocabulary. 
· Step 2: Perform an online search about the kind of endangered animals present in a state in north India – such as Uttar Pradesh, Hariyana, or Punjab. List them using Hindi terms, and a few sentences about their general behavior.
· HAND IN: Imagine you were an employee at a wildlife reserve leading a tour of school children. Write a monologue, at least 15 sentences, in which you greet the children, welcome them, and point out some of the endangered animals and describe their behavior.
Conversation Session Preparation 
· Be prepared to greet and make small talk with your classmates and conversation partner for the first few minutes of class. 
· Be prepared to perform a roleplay in which an elderly grandparent is living in the city with their family, and wants to share with a city-born grandchild what their village was like. The child notices the grandparent is lost in thought and asks what they are thinking about – the grandparent explains, and starts talking at length and answering the child’s questions. Your conversation partner may bring a picture for reference. 
· Be prepared to perform a roleplay in which you are an employee at a wildlife reserve leading a tour of school children. Greet the children, welcome them, and point out some of the endangered animals and describe their behavior. Then answer any questions they have.
· Be prepared to perform a roleplay in which you have moved to India to take a job in Lucknow after graduating from University. You go to a street-side tea shop and get some chai with a co-worker, who is curious what your University/hometown, etc. was like and asks questions about it. You may also ask questions about where your co-worker went to school and grew up.
