Getting Started   

· Review the new vocabulary in GLOSS Lesson, ‘A Virtual or Real Relationship’, in the Glossary.

Assignments for Independent Study

· Read and memorize the vocabulary in the GLOSS Glossary.
· Read carefully ‘Points 61’ in the Supplementary Materials.

· Do all the activities for GLOSS lesson: ‘A Virtual or Real Relationship’.

· Listen to and read the text on the Source again. This time, analyze the structure of the text in terms of grammatical points you have learned in this lesson. Identify the verbs in the text as passive or active and also if they are simple or compound. 
· Refer to PG and review the Ézâfé part pp. 44-7, and ‘Compound Verbs’ pp124-128.

· Find the chain of Ézâfé in the text (like what has been pointed out in ‘Points 61’ in the Supplementary Materials.
· Write down a brief summary of the text ‘A Virtual or Real Relationship’. All the sentences must be your sentences.
· In one paragraph, (twelve sentences) describe one of the computer games about war, the subject, the goal of the game, what the player is supposed to do, etc. Use the new vocabulary you have learned.

· Write down the chains of Ézâfé in the text. Also write down two more examples of the chain of Ézâfé.
· Hand in a brief summary of the text.
