TOPIC: Daily Life, Transportation, and Geography

In this lesson, you will learn about the everyday lives of individuals from different regions of East Africa and discuss the differences in lifestyle between people who live in rural versus urban locations. The differences between these regional lifestyles can be quite stark, and it is important to recognize the fragmentary nature of “everyday life” depending on age, occupation, social class, religion, and location. Thus, when considering the general aspects of everyday life in East Africa, it is vital to have an acute awareness of the economic, social, and religious contexts in order to better understand the lifestyle of the individual as part and parcel of the different cultural trajectories along which they emerge. Furthermore, because discussions of everyday life will necessarily include descriptions of the various modes and forms of transportation, geography and travel will also be a central topic of this lesson. Transportation in East Africa shares many similarities with transportation in America. There are public bus systems, trains, airports, boats, etc. However, a major difference between transportation in East Africa and the United States is the prevalence of transportational modes within the informal market (in Swahili, the informal market is called jua kali because informal forms of business often take place outside on the street). The modes of transportation available in the informal market vary from region to region, but some popular forms in both Kenya and Tanzania are Matatus/Daladalas (small, privately owned/operated buses or vans), Tuktuks (small three-wheeled vehicles), and Pikipikis (motorcycles). Depending on where you are, these modes of transportation will go by different names. Because these are often cheaper and easier ways of getting around, they are commonly used by travelers and locals alike. However, as a foreigner, it is very important that you are able to ask directions and negotiate a proper fare for your trip. 
LESSON GOALS:

· Speaking and Social Interaction: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) address the driver of a bus, taxi, motorcycle, etc. and be able to respectfully and effectively ask directions and negotiate the fare; (2) ask directions to particular city, landmark, or geographical location; (3) partake in casual conversations among peers using familiar vocabulary and grammatical structures. 
· Listening Comprehension: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) comprehend the basic details of conversations and media presentations (i.e., the Culture Talk videos) about daily life, transportation, and geography; (2) identify familiar vocabulary, and follow the trajectory of a conversation involving this vocabulary; (3) discern the major thematic as well as conceptual content of audio and/or video selections based on context familiar use of language 
· Reading Skills: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) read a short authentic news article about a familiar topic in Swahili; (2) read English Language articles and news sources and be able to find related materials in Swahili media sources; (3) read English Language articles and news sources and be able to explain the major topics/details of the content in Swahili. 
· Writing Skills: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) compose a long dialogue (5-7 sentences) between…; (2) compose a multiple paragraph description (about 1-1½ pages) of an English text or news article from an East African news source; (3) write a brief (4-5 sentence) response to or description of an authentic Swahili text or news article from an East African news source (in Swahili).
