TOPIC: Arts, Recreation, and Popular Culture in East Africa

In this lesson we will learn about arts, recreation, and popular culture in East Africa specifically in relation to youth culture and the important role these categories have in the development and redevelopment of young East African identities. Moreover, we will learn about the intrinsic dynamism of the arts and popular culture, and the way in which the rapid change of youth culture - and its apparent divorce from more traditional cultural forms - emerges alongside globalization and the dissemination of music, film, and other technologies. Since we have already reviewed most of the major grammatical topics, this lesson focuses on vocabulary and cultural content rather than old grammatical structures. At this point, you should feel quite comfortable with using all the grammatical structures we have learned thus far in a variety of contexts.
LESSON GOALS:

· Speaking and Social Interaction: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) discuss, in detail, arts, recreation, and popular culture; (2) talk about importance of these categories in youth culture; (3) perform a short presentation on the impact of globalization and technologies in East Africa; (4) partake in casual conversations about arts, recreation, and pop culture among peers using familiar vocabulary and grammatical structures. 
· Listening Comprehension: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) comprehend the basic details of conversations and media presentations (i.e., the Culture Talk videos) about arts, recreation, and popular culture; (2) identify familiar vocabulary, and follow the trajectory of a conversation involving this vocabulary; (3) discern the major thematic as well as conceptual content of audio and/or video selections based on context familiar use of language; (4) listen to music and watch performances and films and be able to understand what they are saying based on context and familiar grammar/vocabulary. 
· Reading Skills: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) read a short authentic news article about a familiar topic in Swahili; (2) read English Language articles and news sources and be able to find related materials in Swahili media sources; (3) read English Language articles and news sources and be able to explain the major topics/details of the content in Swahili. 
· Writing Skills: By the end of this lesson you should be able to… (1) compose a long dialogue (5-7 sentences) between…; (2) compose a multiple paragraph description (about 1-1½ pages) of an English text or news article from an East African news source; (3) write a brief (4-5 sentence) response to or description of an authentic Swahili text or news article from an East African news source (in Swahili).

CONVERSATION SESSION PREPARATION
· Be prepared to… Present a short discussion (5-7 minutes in length) on the importance of the internet and other technologies in contemporary East African culture, especially in regard to the youth. Refer to Mohamed/Mazrui Lesson 11A-E (pp.153-9) for helpful phrases and vocabulary.
· Be prepared to… Perform a role play between two urban or rural youths discussing their favorite recreational activities, music, films, literature, etc. Within the dialogue, include a discussion of why it is that they these things in particular, and how it has become an important aspect of their lives. This could be entirely based on the dialogue you have written for your Tutorial Session, but could also be about slightly different topics and should involve some improvisation to make it a more natural performance and conversation. Refer to Mohamed/Mazrui Lesson 14A-E (pp.205-12) and Lesson 15A-E (pp.225-33).
HOMEWORK FOR TUTORIAL

*All written assignments must be completed in Swahili (unless clearly stated otherwise) and can be either typed or neatly handwritten.*
· HAND IN: The written transcript of your presentation on the importance of the internet and other technologies in contemporary East African culture (which you have prepared for your Conversation Sesssion), especially in regard to the youth. Your presentation should not be more than a page in length, and should take around 5 minutes to present. Refer to Mohamed/Mazrui Lesson 11A-E (pp.153-9) for helpful phrases and vocabulary.
· HAND IN: A long dialogue (5-7 sentences) between two urban youths discussing their favorite recreational activities, music, films, literature, etc. Within the dialogue, include a discussion of why it is that they these things in particular, and how it has become an important aspect of their lives.
