Exercises to Complete:

· Masomo Ya Kisasa: “Kujipatia Mchumba,” Maswali 1-9 (p. 43). Write out answers to hand in at your tutorial. 

· Masomo Ya Kisasa: “Kujipatia Mchumba,” Activities – Complete Objective 12 (p.45) for vocabulary development. Write a sentence for each of the vocabulary words.
· Masomo Ya Kisasa: “Kujipatia Mchumba,” Activities – Complete Objectives 1, 2, and 3 (p. 44). Write out your short advice paragraphs for each of the different versions/types of advice giving suggested in these three objectives. Practice giving the various forms of advice orally.

Assignments due at Tutorial:

· Your short advice paragraphs modeled on the various forms of advice giving outlined in Objectives 1,2, and 3. 
· Be prepared to practice identifying and using the grammatical forms in Objectives 10 and 11. 
Preparation for Conversation Session:

· Be prepared to briefly summarize the content of the reading. Be prepared to discuss what you found interesting about it and questions you have about the reading.
· Be prepared to practice giving advice in various forms:
· a) Impersonal advice, b) advice geared toward the listener’s self-interest, and c) advice in terms of your own perception of the situation
· Be prepared to give forceful versions of the advice as you might to someone younger. 
· Be prepared to give balanced versions of the advice – pros and cons. 
· Examples of some possible advice situations:
· Should someone major in literature or computer science?
· Should someone go to Boston for the weekend or stay home and study for finals?
· Should someone’s 17 year-old sibling or child be allowed to drive alone on a road trip? 
· Should someone go to graduate school or get a job right after graduation?
